EVANS DIAMOND

Evans Diamond, a 2,500-seat, natural grass fi eld named after legendary California baseball coach Clint Evans, provides fans 
one of the most enjoyable collegiate baseball experiences.

One of the most picturesque and 
unique college baseball facilities in 
the nation is Evans Diamond, which 

has served as home of the Golden Bear 
baseball team since 1933.

The Carl J. Van Heuit Training Facility sits down the right fi eld 
line and includes indoor batting cages, indoor and outdoor 
bullpens, as well as weight training and conditioning equipment.

Fans enjoyed changes in Evans Diamond 
in 2006, as construction was completed on 
the Carl J. Van Heuit Training Facility, a 
new patio area and grass bank was situ-
ated along the left fi eld line, plus artwork, 
sponsored by Truitt and White, now graces 
the back of Edwards Track Stadium and 
the Recreational Sports Facility. The Carl J. 
Van Heuit Training Facility, named after the 
former Cal football Hall of Famer who was a

staunch supporter of the Bears’ baseball pro-
gram, provides the team with indoor batting 
cages (Jeff Kent Batting Cages), indoor and 
outdoor bullpens (Stuart Gordon Bullpens), 
as well as weight training and conditioning 
equipment. The graphics on the RSF wall 
are of former Cal standouts Chuck Hensley, 
Rod Booker, Lance Blankenship, Jon Zuber, 
Matt Luke, Bobby Kahlon, Xavier Nady and 
Conor Jackson.
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Evans Diamond’s received a fi eld facelift in 
the fall of 1992 at a cost of $275,000, which 
was completely paid for by Cal alums. RNT 
Landscaping of San Leandro, Calif. com-
pleted the renovation of the Evans Diamond 
playing surface, which included leveling 
the fi eld, installing a new drainage system, 
replacing both the infi eld and outfi eld grass 
and placing a warning track around the 
entire fi eld. 

Originally part of Edwards Field, named in 
the memory of Colonel George C. Edwards, 
Evans Diamond was named after legendary 
Cal baseball coach Clint Evans, who served 
as the Bears’ head coach from 1930-54, 
leading the Bears to fi rst-ever College World 
Series title in 1947.

The playing surface at Evans Diamond 
features natural grass, along with a mixture 
of clay and crushed cinder infi eld surface. 
The outfi eld measurements at Evans are 
320 feet down the lines, 365 to the power 

alleys and 395 to center fi eld. The seating 
capacity is 2,500.

Evans Diamond is located on the south-
west corner of campus, between Edwards/
Goldman Field Track Stadium, Haas Pavilion 

and the Recreational Sports Facility. The 
easiest access to the fi eld is off Cross Cam-
pus Road (Frank Schlessinger Way), which 
intersects Oxford Avenue near the north end 
of the track stadium.

Evans Diamond sits adjacent to Haas 
Pavilion (right), home to several 
Golden Bear sport programs, as well as 
administrative offi ces, including the Cal 
baseball offi ces and locker room.

Amenities at Evans Diamond 
include large banners behind 
the left fi eld wall (left) honoring 
Cal All-Americans. Just over 
the center and right fi eld 
walls (above), fl ags represent 
each member of the Pacifi c-
10 Conference and additional 
banners attached to the east wall 
of neighboring Edwards Stadium 
display images of past players 
and action from the home of 
Golden Bear baseball.
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On April 25, 2006, California baseball had the 
opportunity to compete against the University 
of San Francisco in the inaugural Dante 
Benedetti Classic at AT&T Park, home of the 
San Francisco Giants. The Golden Bears also 
competed in the Dante Benedetti Classic last 
season on April 1, 2008.

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ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT
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O ne of the real success stories for the University of Califor-
nia is the development and growth of a comprehensive 
academic support program for its student-athletes: the 

Athletic Study Center.
In 1984, campus offi cials and athletic department administra-

tors decided that a greater emphasis needed to be placed on 
helping Cal student-athletes with their academic pursuits. The 
Athletic Study Center was thus born and charged with develop-
ing an academic support program tailored to the needs of NCAA 
Division I student-athletes. It was a signifi cant development for 
an academically oriented institution such as Cal to recognize the 
special needs required for a modern student-athlete’s success 
both as an athletic competitor on the fi eld of play and as a student 
in the classroom.

STUDENT-ATHLETE PROGRAM
The Athletic Study Center, which is housed within the Division 

of Undergraduate Education, is the tutorial and academic support 
program for the nearly 1,000 student-athletes at Cal. Centrally lo-
cated in the Cesar Chavez Student Center, the program provides 
a spacious and comfortable arboretum for quiet study, separate 
classrooms for individual and group tutorials, and a computer lab 
for word processing and required course work.

Geared around the understanding of the amount of time stu-
dent-athletes must devote to practice, training, physical therapy 
and team travel, the program creates an environment where 
students can cultivate strong study habits, receive individual or 
group tutoring and obtain counseling from academic advisors.

TUTORIAL PROGRAM
The tutorial program promotes and enhances student aca-

demic skills and progress by providing individual tutoring, group 
workshops, study groups, credit courses and intensive special 
programs. The Athletic Study Center has between 50-60 tutors 
on staff per semester to guarantee that students receive the 
best possible support. Tutorial sessions are also offered at night, 
enabling student-athletes to receive help after practices when 
are able to devote more time to studying.

ADVISING PROGRAM
The advising program offers a broad range of services to meet 

the unique needs of student-athletes, including assistance in 
understanding and complying with university, college and NCAA 
requirements, developing time management skills and resolving 
personal academic issues unique to student-athletes.

During a student-athlete’s freshman year, advisors provide 
assistance to ensure a successful academic transition from 
high school. In the sophomore year, they assist student-athletes 
in making decisions on appropriate majors and fi elds of study. 
Over the course of the fi nal two years, advisors take more of 
an exiting approach, ensuring that proper academic progress 
is being made towards graduation while referring juniors and 
seniors to areas on or near campus that can help with career 
planning and development.

SPECIAL PROGRAMS
The Athletic Study Center offers a special service called 

Summer Bridge; an adjunct program designed to help ease the 
transition from high school to college. The primary components 
of the program include writing and math workshops, an advis-
ing workshop, study skills seminars and an evening tutorial 
program.

Another special program offered is peer advising. Peer advi-
sors provide academic and campus guidance for new intercol-
legiate student-athletes. They are selected from junior and senior 
student-athletes who assist in the development of programs to 
further address the needs of student-athletes.

STRENGTH & CONDITIONING
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An integral part of the Cal Baseball 
  program and its success is the 
  strength and conditioning program, 

led by Jenna Smith and assistants, who 
supervise the comprehensive operation 
for the Golden Bear team. The program’s 
philosophy is geared towards helping 
each student-athlete achieve the highest 
level of athletic development.

By teaching how all the components 
of strength and conditioning fi t together, 
student-athletes understand how to 
maximize force production. This includes 
enhancement of speed, strength and 
flexibility, which results in improved 
power. Motivating, educating and helping 
to reach maximum athletic development 
is the primary focus of the Cal program.

The Cal weight room includes eight 
Olympic platforms and an array of aerobic 
and anaerobic equipment. The picturesque 
facility offers panoramic views of the entire 
region, including San Francisco and the Bay. 
The training regimen at Cal is a year-round 
process that emphasizes the speed, strength 
and fl exibility. With closely monitored work-
outs that involve a great deal of individual 
instruction and attention, student-athletes 
are taught the correct techniques to increase 
peak performance during competition.

Cal’s program stresses comprehensive 
training in order to improve both strength 
and speed. Flexibility is a key component 
because it is essential for proper lifting. 

Athlete workouts are closely monitored by 
the conditioning staff who work in collabora-

tion with the entire 
sports medicine 
team (doctors , 
athletic trainers, 
physical  thera-
pists, nutritionists, 
etc.) to ensure the 
health and safety 
of all of student-
athletes.

In this way, Cal’s 
strength and con-
ditioning program 
is a vital component linking the “full 
circle” of a student-athlete’s physical 
development from conditioning through 
rehabilitation and reconditioning.
