NURSING INJURIES: Peter Tomasulo is fighting a wrist injury that forced him to withdraw in the third round of the Thunderbird Invitational, and Scott Carlyle is coping with a back injury. Both are expected to miss competition until NCAA Regionals May 20-22 in Portland, OR.

REVIEWING THE THUNDERBIRD INVITATIONAL: The Bears shot six-under-par 858 in three rounds of play for a ninth-place finish at the ASU Thunderbird Invitational in Tempe, Ariz., last weekend. Cal held the seventh-place slot after the first day, shooting a 275 in round one and a 289 in round two for a total of 564 (-12). Peter Tomasulo was tied for second place after the first day, after breaking the course, tournament and Cal record with his first-round performance of 11-under 61 (29-32). With Tomasulo’s withdrawal due to injury on the 12th hole of the third round, Cal was dominated by host Arizona State, which shot 43-under-par 821, on its way to a tournament record total. J.R. Ruda was Cal’s top finisher, tying for 18th place at 211 for his second-best score and his top placing of the season. 

TOMASULO SWINGS AT THE RECORD BOOKS: With his opening round score of 11-under 61 (29-32) at the Thunderbird Invitational, Tomasulo bested the previous course record set by 2000 U.S. Amateur champion Jeff Quinney, who shot 62 on April 18, 1999. Tomasulo was one stroke away from 60, a score which has only been accomplished in the collegiate record books on three occasions. Despite working with injuries, Tomasulo has lived up to the role of team leader on and off the course. Not only has Tomasulo finished T3rd, T3rd, T2nd, T12th and 3rd in five spring events he has complete, the Bears’ co-captain has also been under par in every spring event. 

BEARS STRIVE FOR TOP 5: With seven Top 5 finishes in 10 events this season, Cal has shown marked improvement in its tournament performances from last season. In 2002-03, the Bears finished in the Top 5 twice in 13 events. They already have two tournament wins this season as opposed to one last season.

THE RANKINGS: Since being ranked No. 1 in the first Golfweek poll of the year, the Bears have maitained a high spot in the rankings for most of the 2003-2004 season. This week, Cal is at No. 16. With his spring surge, Tomasulo garnered his highest individual ranking of the season at No. 14. Jeff Hood is the other Bear in the Top 100 at No. 81.

HEAD COACH


Steve Desimone, now in his 25th year at the helm of Cal men’s golf, is largely responsible for the level of success enjoyed by the program. 


Over the years, Desimone has directed the Bears to ten NCAA West Regional berths and four NCAA championship events (’95, ’98, ’99 and ’00). He was voted Pac-10 Co-Coach of the Year in 1987 after establishing Cal as one of the Top 25 teams in the nation.


A member of the Golden Bears’ basketball team as a undergraduate, Desimone graduated from Cal in 1970. He took golf at Cal from a club sport in the early 80’s to one of the preeminent programs in the country.


Desimone is joined by assistant coach Gene Bakkum (2nd year) and volunteer graduate coach Walter Chun (2nd year, Cal ’02).
