Colleen Galloway, the all-time 
leading scorer and rebounder in 
Cal history, is the only women’s 
basketball player ever to have 
her jersey retired. Galloway 
wore lucky #13 for the Bears 
from 1978-81, and had her jer-
sey retired on Feb. 17, 1981.

Galloway’s career-scoring to-
tal of 2,320 points is the most by 
any Cal player, male or female, 
and she is the Bears only four-
time all-conference selection. 
The 5-9 forward holds virtually 
every Cal rebounding record - 
single game (26), single season 
(312) and career (1,029). She 
also is one of only two Cal play-
ers to score 40 or more points 
in a single game.  She is a 1981 
Cal graduate with degrees in 
psychology and anthropology 
and earned her teaching creden-
tial at San Jose State.
