With an impressive, six-run first inning, the No. 1/3 California softball
team cruised to a 14-3 win against No. 24 LSU on Feb. |9 at the Louisville
Slugger Desert Classic. Cal got incredible hitting performances from Jace
Williams, Breana Kostreba, Jolene Henderson and Frani Echavarria — all of
whom homered with all but Henderson’s jack coming in the top of the fifth.
After the Tigers put three runs on the board in the bottom of the third, the
Golden Bears tacked on two more runs in the fourth. Cal posted a lofty six
runs in the top of the fifth to get the mercy victory.Williams led the way with
five RBI while Kostreba knocked in four. Jolene Henderson pitched the five-
inning victory, allowing three earned runs on six hits while fanning five. Mack
suffered the loss after giving up six earned runs in 0.2 innings on six hits and
one walk. Patterson pitched the final 4.1 innings, allowing eight earned runs
on six hits and five walks.

In the opening game on May 10, Cal battled back from a two-run deficit to tie the game 2-2 in the
bottom of the sixth against No.2 Arizona State before senior Valerie Arioto unleashed a two-run,
walk-off homer in the bottom of the seventh to defeat the Sun Devils 4-2.The Sun Devils drove in
their two runs — one in the fourth and one in the sixth — off eight hits to take a 2-0 lead. The No.
| California softball team won the inaugural Pac-12 Championship by beating No. 2 Arizona State
5-0 on May | 1. Danielle Henderson drove in the first two runs and then the fifth run while Elia
Reid accounted for the third and fourth runs when she singled to left. Senior player of the year
award candidate Valerie Arioto pitched the complete-game victory, shutting out the Sun Devils as
she struck out | |.The Bears dropped the final Pac-12 game of the year 5-0 to Arizona State on
May 12 though the Golden Bears had already won the Pac-12 title the day before. Deuces was
the magical word for the Sun Devils for who scored two runs with two outs in the top of the
second to take a 2-0 lead. ASU tacked on three runs in the top of the seventh on five hits and
one Cal error.

The 2012 Series Against Oregon

Cal broke open a |-| stalemate against No. 14/18 Oregon with five two-out, unearned runs in
the top of the fourth as the Golden Bears captured an 8-1 win over the Ducks on April 20. Cal
out hit Oregon 7-4 with Frani Echavarria doubling, Jamia Reid tripling and Jace Williams doubling
and homering. In the middle game, Cal suffered its third loss of the entire season, dropping a |-0
decision to No. 14/18 Oregon at the Ducks’ Howe Field. After Friday evening’s high-scoring affair
that ended in an 8-1 Cal victory, Saturday’s game saw the Ducks score once in the sixth to eke
out the one-run win over the Bears.

In game one of the 201 | Women'’s College World Series, it was an absolute pitcher’s duel between
California’s Jolene Henderson and Alabama’s Kelsi Dunne, with the Crimson Tide emerging
victorious, 1-0. A pair of singles and steals by Alabama in the bottom of the third plated the
only run of the game for either team. Dunne (28-4) pitched six complete innings with just one
hit - that went to Britt Vonk - to get the win. Jackie Traina pitched the seventh inning, getting two
groundouts and a strikeout, for her third save of the year. Henderson (39-9) allowed one earned
run on seven hits with one walk and nine strikeouts. The Elk Grove, Calif., native struck out the
side to start the game. In the third, Alabama’s Amanda Locke singled to short and was replaced
by pinch runner Keima Davis at first. Two steals put Davis at third for Kaila Hunt, who laced a hit
down the left-field line to plate the only run of the game.

For the first time in California softball history, four Golden Bears were named to the prestigious
All-Pacific Region First Team, the National Fastpitch Coaches Association announced May |7.Senior
utility Valerie Arioto, freshman third baseman Danielle Henderson, pitcher Jolene Henderson and
left fielder Jamia Reid all made the first team.All four Bears were also named to All-Pac-12 teams.
Those who land on the all-region first teams become eligible to become All-Americans.The 2012
NFCA Division | All-America teams will be announced at 2 p.m. PT, on Wednesday, May 30, on
NFCA.org.

Bears Move Up in Career Record Standings

After starting the year third (157) in career runs, Valerie Arioto is currently first with 222. Not
even on the top-five list prior to February, Jamia Reid is now second all-time in runs at 169 and
first in hits at 296. Reid is also tied for second in triples with 15.Also not breaking the top-five
barrier before this year, Arioto is now first in total bases (431) and second in career RBI with 186,
in need of six RBI to take over first place (Haley Woods, 191). In just her second year, Britt Vonk
sits atop the batting average board at .386 with Jamia Reid right behind her at .380.Though she is
two homers shy of eclipsingVeronica Nelson in career homers,Arioto bested her in career slugging
with a .663 percentage. This season, Frani Echavarria became the career leader in hit by pitch at 28.
In pitching, Jolene Henderson is fourth in career wins (96), third in saves (8) and fifth in strikeouts

(829).

Bears Break Records

With the regular season recently concluded and the season hopefully still far from over, Cal has
already broken program records. The 409 runs scored this year are now the team’s single-season
high, besting the previous mark of 322, which was set in 2007. Similarly, the 363 RBI sets a team
record, topping the old high of 286 RBI in 2010.The 8| homers blow the old mark of 55 (set in
2009) out of the water. The Bears are on track to get the highest fielding percentage — currently
owning a .980 with the program high being .978, which occurred in 2005.

Freshmen Production

The Bears regularly start three freshmen in third baseman Danielle Henderson, shortstop Cheyenne
Cordes and right fielder/designated player Breana Kostreba. In the NCAA Tournament alone, all
three have driven in four runs apiece with each knocking out one homer. Overall, Henderson is
third on the team in homers (15) and RBI (45) and has made just three errors in 60 starts. Cordes
has played all 61 games at short, making six errors and rocking a .426 slugging percentage. Kostreba
has consistently hit about the .300 mark, currently averaging .308 with |3 homers and 42 RBI.

The Bears boast two pairs of siblings on the team. Elia and Jamia Reid are twins while Jolene and
Danielle Henderson are two years apart. Before each game, the sisters put tape on their forearms
and write inspirational messages. For the Berkeley Super Regional, the four donned ribbons that

The |7 athletes selected to the USA Softball
roster will compete in six different events in the United States and Canada.The remaining athletes
who are not selected to the Women’s National Team will make up the 2012 USA Softball VWomen’s
Elite National Team and will face the National Team in exhibition play.

Arioto, Henderson Lead Bears on Pac-12 Teams

With the inaugural Pac-12 Championship and best conference finish in program history in hand,
eight Golden Bears skyrocketed themselves to the All-Pac-12 Teams. Valerie Arioto earned Player
of the Year laurels and Jolene Henderson repeated as the Pitcher of the Year, and head coach Diane
Ninemire is the Pac-12 Coach of the Year.

Inaugural Conference Winners

The California softball team won the first-ever Pac-10 title in 1987 and then
the first-ever Pac-12 title in 2012. The two conference championships are
the first two outright titles for the Bears. Cal tied for first in 2005.The .875
winning percentage this year is an all-time conference best for any team in
Cal softball history.

Cal Tops RPI

In the latest edition of the RPI — released May 14 — the Bears continue to be
first in the nation. Cal has topped the RPI since April 2 after starting the RPI
season third. Alabama moved to second while Pac-12 rival Arizona State is
now third. For yet another week, eight of the nine Pac-12 teams are ranked
in the top 30 with Oregon ninth (down spot from last week), Arizona | Ith
(down one), UCLA [3th (down two spots), Washington 18th (down one
spot), Stanford 19th (down one) and Oregon State 24th (down one). Utah
is 7st, despite beating Stanford last week.

Recalling the 2002 National Championship

In 2002, the Bears owned a perfect record at the Fresno Regional - opening
with a 10-inning 2-1 win over host Fresno State. Cal beat Cal State Fullerton
twice to advance to its seventh Women’s College World Series. The Bears
opened things in Oklahoma City with a 4-2 win over home favorite
Oklahoma. A -0 defeat of Florida State and a 3-0 win over Arizona State
sent the Bears to the championship match over Arizona. It was the first time
that the Bears had been in the title game, and no other Cal women’s team
had ever won an NCAA national championship. The game was a pitching
duel between Cal’s Jocelyn Forest and Zona’s Jennie Finch, two of the best
hurlers in the nation. Forest had a younger team behind her, notably less

No. | | seed Oregon
won its Eugene Regional. Despite earning the No. 12 seed, UCLA lost the Los Angeles
Regional to Hofstra. No. |3 seeded Arizona won the Tucson Regional and the No. |6
Huskies won the Seattle Regional. Oregon State and Stanford were eliminated in regional

play.

Of Cal’s 56 wins this year; 29 of them have been shutout victories. Nine of the shutouts
have come during Pac-12 play. In their five losses, the Bears’ opponents have shut out
Cal in just two of the games. The Bears’ 27 shutouts this season tie them for sixth on
the all-time season best list. The current record for Cal shutouts in a season is 38, which
occurred in 1992.

Road Warriors

Cal has played either on the road or at a neutral site for 38 of its 59 games. Across
their six nonconference tournaments — traveling to Tempe, Ariz.; Las Vegas, Cathedral
City, Calif; Fullerton, Calif; Fresno, Calif.; and Honolulu — the Bears posted a perfect 23-0
neutral-site record. Including its 12 road Pac-12 games, Cal is 13-2 when playing on the
road.

Home is a Haven

As if their road and neutral site record was not impressive enough, the Bears finished
their home slate at 20-3, including games played at Levine-Fricke Field when they were
the visiting team. The only three teams thus far to best the Bears at Levine-Fricke Field
were then-No. | 3 Arizona — which defeated Cal 8-3 on April 14 —and then-No. 2 Arizona
State — which beat Cal 5-0 on May 12 — and Arkansas — which upset the Bears 3-2 on
May 19.

Bears Honor Friends of Jaclyn Adoptee on April 30

For the third consecutive year, California softball’s Friends of Jaclyn adoptee Bebe and
her family made the trip to Levine-Fricke Field to take in a Golden Bear game, but the
changes that have occurred in Bebe since her first game in 2010 and this year are nothing
short of miraculous. Fatigued beyond belief by cancer treatments during her first Cal
outing two years ago, Bebe’s father Geoff had to throw out the first pitch while Bebe
slept in his arms. Last year; Bebe threw out the first pitch by herself. Before the April
29 game, not only did Bebe throw out the first pitch, but she also enjoyed a warm-up
dance session, gave the Bears a pre-game speech then signed autographs for anyone and
everyone after the game.

Ninemire Nets 1,100th Career Win

Head coach Diane Ninemire hit yet another milestone — notching career win No. I,100
thanks to the 8-1 victory over then-No. 14/18 Oregon on April 20, 2012. Entering the
2012 season with a career record of 1,059-509 in 24 complete years at the helm of the
storied Golden Bear program, the Bears’ epic success this year powered Ninemire to
the necessary 41 wins to hit the next platform.As of April 22,2012, only 12 coaches in
the history of collegiate softball and only six in Division | ball — including Ninemire — had
hit the 1,100 mark.

During Ninemire’s tenure, 37 All-America, 75 all-region and 120
all-conference certificates have been issued to Golden Bear athletes.
Two of Ninemire’s former players - Michele Granger and Gillian Boxx
- were four-time All-Americans and helped the United States win a
gold medal as members of the 1996 Olympic Team in Atlanta. Former
California Golden Bear Vicky Galindo, whom Ninemire coached, was
the most recent Cal softball player named to the 2008 |5-member
Olympic Team roster.

Already the winningest coach - male or female - in all of Cal
history for any sport, she has accumulated the second-most wins
in Pac-10 history. History was made in 2002 when Ninemire helped
direct Cal to its first NCAA Championship at the WCWS with a
6-0 win over Arizona, the first women'’s title in Cal athletic program
history.

BERKELEY, Calif. -- No dogpiles for Cal on Sunday evening. No point
burning good celebration energy, not when there is so much more to
be done.

“We’re going to hold off until the final game of the World Series,” Cal
left fielder Jamia Reid said.

To no one’s surprise, the top-seeded Bears took a spot in the VWomen'’s
College World Series, defeating Washington 2-0 to sweep the best-of-
three series on their home field.

The players high-fived, they hugged, they ran out to center field to wave
and clap and thank the nearly 1,200 people who showed up to cheer
them on.

And now, back to work.

Freshman Cheyenne Cordes was the heroine, her two-run blast over
the scoreboard in left-center putting a stop to a pitchers’ duel and
giving Cal all the runs it needed. Reid, meanwhile, saved at least a couple
of runs with a diving catch in left after the Huskies loaded the bases in
the first inning against Jolene Henderson.

“A game of inches,” said Cal coach Diane Ninemire, who called the
game “the biggest win in Cal history for softball.”

Reminded that her program won a national title in 2002, Ninemire
clarified her statement, saying she meant at Cal in softball. The Bears
were hosting their first super regional.

Jolene Henderson picked up her second shutout win in as many days
(scattering three hits with nine strikeouts and four walks), overcoming
a shaky start and a tight strike zone to finish off the win. She threw 35
pitches in the first inning as Washington loaded the bases.

Reid said she was getting frustrated by the tight strike zone and the
sticky situation.

“I was telling myself ‘If anything comes out here, I'm catching it,” said
Reid, a senior.

She busted after a sinking line drive off the bat of Shawna Wright, diving
toward the line and snagging the ball from the cusp of the turf.

Reid was asked how close the ball was to hitting the ground.

“It wasn’t going to drop,” she said.

Yeah, but how close?

“It wasn’t going to drop,” she repeated.

Henderson said she thought the catch saved at least three runs. It
certainly saved the Bears, leaving an opening for Cordes, not the most
likely of home-run hitters.

Cordes, hitting out of the No. 9 spot, belted a Bryana Walker pitch out
of the park on a 2-2 count for her seventh homer of the season. She hit

it after fellow freshman Breana Kostreba hit a solid single to left center.

Cordes came into the game with a .255 average, the lowest among the

Cal starters.VWalker admitted she missed her spot and left the ball over
the middle of the plate when Cordes took advantage, hitting the ball
into the parking lot.

“l just went up there nice and relaxed and | got a pitch right where |
like it -- down the middle,” Cordes said.“It’s the kind of thing | dreamt
about before | got here. | didn’t know it would happen.”

Walker was pitching well to that point and had hamstrung the heart of
Cal’s order, with Valerie Arioto, Frani Echavarria and Jace Williams going
a combined 0-for-8.

Unlike Saturday night’s windy, cloudy chill in Berkeley, the sun was out
on Sunday.And an air of inevitability hung over Levine-Fricke Field.

For the Washington Huskies, it was going to take an extraordinary
effort over two games to steal a World Series spot from the Bears,
who have been No. | for the majority of the season and clearly the
class of the Pac-12.

The Bears head into the WCWS with a record of 56-5. Washington’s
season ends at 39-19 after a 32-| start.

“We have a lot of youth on this team,” said Washington coach Heather
Tarr, whose roster includes just four seniors and three juniors.“We put
ourselves in a hole and ended up with a |6-seed. Coming here, this was
not the ideal setting. If a couple of things fall....The best part is we know
that we are not far off from where we want to be.”

The Bears, meanwhile, are headed to exactly where they want to be,
and where they belong: Oklahoma City.
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Cal softball team beats Washington, advances to College
World Series

For Cal freshman Cheyenne Cordes, her game-winning, two-run home
run in the fifth inning of the NCAA super regional final was the stuff of
childhood dreams.

For the top-seeded Golden Bears, the 2-0 win over Washington on
Sunday provides the chance to take their place as the greatest softball
team in school history.

Cal (56-5) moves on to its 12th College World Series and will play
Thursday at 12:30 p.m. PDT against LSU at Oklahoma City. Having tied
the 2002 club’s school record for victories in a season, the Bears will
try to match that team’s national title -- the only one in school history.

Cordes, batting ninth in Cal’s lineup, gave winning pitcher Jolene
Henderson all the offensive support she needed when she lined a shot
over the left-field scoreboard with two outs in the top of the fifth.

“It’s something prior to coming to Cal | dreamed about. | never thought
it would be reality,” she said of her game-winning homer.“It feels good.”

Diane Ninemire, in her 25th season as Cal’s coach, called the victory
the biggest in program history in a game played at Berkeley. A sellout
crowd of 1,125 fans at Levine-Fricke Field and an ESPN2 national TV
audience watched the Bears win their first super regional crown at
home.

Ninemire already has labeled this team the most talented she’s had,
with the caveat that it must win the national title to stand above the
2002 club.

Among those who will be cheering for the Bears in Oklahoma City is
Washington coach Heather Tarr, whose | 6th-seeded Huskies (39-20)
didn’t score a run against Cal in two games this weekend.

“They better win it all,” said Tarr; a Santa Clara alum.“They had to fight
to beat us, and hopefully that makes them better.”

Henderson (36-2) wasn’t sharp early but shut out the Huskies for the
second day in a row. She allowed just three hits, struck out nine and
overcame four walks, all in the first two innings.

And she got a huge defensive play from senior left fielder Jamia Reid,
who made a diving stab of Shawna Wright's fly ball down the line with
two out and the bases loaded in the first inning.

“Phenomenal,” Henderson called the catch.
“l was just really getting pumped up,” Reid said. “l told myself if
something comes out here I'm getting it, without any doubt. It wasn’t

going to drop.”

UW didn’t get another ball out of the infield the rest of the afternoon,
and didn’t advance a runner past second base after the second inning.

Henderson, the Pac-12 Pitcher of the Year, improved to 6-0 in the
postseason, her ERA dropping to 0.48 in seven outings.

“We've been able to ride on her shoulders,” Ninemire said. “She had
high pitch counts early -- it was a pretty tight (strike) zone. She gets

better as she pitches more.”

Tarr said the Huskies’ inability to cash in early chances allowed
Henderson to settle in.

“You have to attack her early,” Tarr said.“Once you let go of the rope
and she grabs a hold of the rope, it becomes a tug o’ war. Usually a great
pitcher wins that.”

UW sophomore right-hander Bryana Walker kept Cal’s potent offense
under wraps through four hitless innings, but freshman Breana Kostreba
opened the fifth with a sharp single to left.

After two outs, Cordes hit her seventh home run of the season, the
81st by the Bears.

“I just went up to the plate nice and relaxed. If you go up pressing, you
normally mess up,” Cordes said. “She gave me my pitch -- right down
the middle”
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Top-seeded Cal overwhelms Arkansas twice

Top-seeded Cal’s second-round loss to Arkansas in the NCAA Berkeley
softball regional turned out to be merely a hiccup.

The Golden Bears sent the Razorbacks home Sunday after victories by
scores of 10-2 and 7-0, pocketing the regional title in front of 1,027 fans
at Levine-Fricke Field.

Cal (54-5) will host Pac-12 rival Washington (39-17) this weekend in
a best-of-three super regional series with a trip to the College World
Series at stake. ESPN will announce the dates Monday.

The Huskies finished eighth in the Pac-12 but gave Cal three tough
games, losing 2-1, 5-3 and 6-4 in Berkeley.

The Razorbacks (29-28), who finished tied for last in the SEC Western
Division and lost |0 straight games at one point this season, were
positioned to pull a monumental upset. But one day after pushing
the Bears to the edge of elimination with a 3-2 victory, they were
overmatched.

“You can’t sleep on us,” said Cal senior Frani Echavarria, who was 4 for
4 with two doubles, a grand slam and six RBlIs in the opener and batted
.600 for the regional.“This team will fight all the way to the end.”

Junior Jolene Henderson (34-2), who struck out the final three batters to
end the first game, pitched a five-hitter in the nightcap. Henderson was
4-0 with an ERA of 0.71 and 35 strikeouts in 292/3 innings in the regional.

“This is what we live for.I’'m a pitcher -- | want to pitch,” said Henderson,
who threw |77 pitches Sunday and 424 for the weekend.

The Hogs tried to work around Pac-12 Player of the Year Valerie Arioto,
walking the senior from Pleasanton six times in the two games Sunday.
She was given free passes -- intentionally or otherwise -- 13 times in
five regional games. Echavarria, moved up to the cleanup spot behind
Arioto, made sure it didn’t matter. Her first grand slam at any level
caused her to tear up while rounding the bases and left her feeling
vindicated.

“It’s part of the game, but | think | took it personally, as well,” she said
of the Razorbacks walking Arioto in front of her.“As a senior I'm just
trying to live out every day.”

After her grand slam, fans chanted “Hip, hip Frani,” a nod to Cal
basketball star Jorge Gutierrez, her boyfriend, who attended the games.
Her blast also caused Game | to be halted after five innings by the
“mercy” rule.

The Bears took charge early in Game 2.They manufactured three first-
inning runs on two singles, a sacrifice bunt, a fielder’s choice and a wild
pitch. Sophomore Ashley Decker, getting her first start in the regionals,
delivered an RBI single to cap the inning.

Cal scored three more in the second when Dutch-born sophomore
BrittVonk smacked her first home run of the season -- a three-run shot
-- to right-center.

In the first game, Cal freshman Danielle Henderson hit a two-run
homer in the fourth inning.Arkansas had scored its two runs when
SEC Freshman of the Year Devon Wallace homered in the bottom of
the third.

Hays:Win two or seeds are through

Of course this was the first time the No. | seed in the NCAA
tournament lost a game before a regional final since the event took its
current form in 2005.And of course that victim was California, playing at
home in the postseason for the first time in two decades after holding
down the No. | ranking through almost the entire regular season.

The most nonsensical NCAA tournament in recent memory needed
an exclamation point that made no sense at all.

The first two full days of the tournament were confounding, chaotic,
compelling and a host of other adjectives that begin with other
letters. Seeds tumbled, bats shattered, calls were botched, a pedigreed
program almost imploded before our eyes and winning runs scored on
everything from walk-off home runs to illegal pitches.

Heck, LSU even loaded the bases.Twice.

The bracket toll is remarkable. Six seeded teams must win twice
Sunday to stave off elimination. A seventh seeded team, UCLA, won’t
get even that chance after going “two-and-barbecue” for the first time
in program history, exiting after losses at home against Hofstra and
Florida State. In addition to its other dubious feat, Cal also became just
the second No. | seed to lose a game at any point in a regional . At least
it gets a chance to redeem itself Sunday.

This was supposed to be the year of the chalk, the tournament’s 16
national seeds allowed to host regionals after tweaks to a bracketing
system that previously favored geography in determining sites, often
forcing seeded teams to play on an opponent’s home field. Instead,
chaos is cruising and conventional wisdom is mired in the losers’
bracket on the verge of elimination.

A year ago at this time, only three seeded teams entered regional
finals needing to win twice (a fourth, Texas, had been eliminated
earlier). Missouri won twice at home against DePaul, while Tennessee
was eliminated at home in the first game against Oklahoma State
and Michigan was similarly eliminated at home after one try against
Kentucky.

Since the NCAA added super regionals in 2005, 25 teams have been
eliminated at home in a regional final. The catch is, only nine of those
teams were seeded. That number could nearly double in a few hours
Sunday.

So where do things stand for the teams looking to keep the madness
going?

Berkeley regional: Arkansas (2-0) vs. No. | Cal (2-1)

Softball is a sport that lends itself to the occasional one-game stunner,
but considering Arkansas finished ninth in the SEC and played this game
on the road against the only team in the tournament that ranks in the
top 10 in the nation in ERA, runs per game and fielding percentage, a
3-2 win for the underdog has to at least enter the conversation for
biggest upset. Entering the tournament, Cal had allowed just nine first-
inning runs all season, but the Razorbacks got three against Valerie
Arioto on big hits from Clarisa Navarro and the fabulously named
Jennifer Rambo. Now comes the hard part. Arkansas made a habit of
taking a game from top teams -- Cal joins a list that includes Alabama,
Tennessee and Georgia -- but one was all it got in three-game series
against those SEC foes.
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BEHIND THE SCENES: Hosting An NCAA Softball Regional

Strawberry Canyon will be the place to be in Berkeley this weekend
as thousands are expected to descend on Levine-Fricke Field for the
NCAA Division | Softball Berkeley Regional, hosted by the California
Golden Bears, the top-ranked and No. | overall seed in the tournament.

Fans attending today’s opening games who were regular visitors to
Levine-Fricke Field this season will notice some major differences
to the home of the Golden Bears, however. Months of planning have
transformed a stadium that was built in 1995 into a facility that meets
NCAA standards for hosting the sport’s postseason spectacle.

“There certainly were a number of NCAA requirements that our
facility did not meet on a daily basis at this point, but as our team made
it through the season as the No. | seed we started looking at what it
would take for us to host and honor that achievement for them,” said
Director of Athletics Sandy Barbour.

Here is a detailed look at what goes into hosting an NCAA Softball
Regional.

It begins with dedication and commitment from all parties. That
includes the softball program, the administration, operations, athletic
communications, sports medicine as well as numerous outside vendors.
Headed by Barbour, Senior Associate Director of Athletics Foti Mellis,
Director of Championships & Special Projects Jeanette Morganti,
Assistant Director of Athletics for Facilities Management Mike Huff,
Assistant Director of Athletics for Event Management Gordon Bayne,
Facilities Manager Nick Cole, Assistant Manager of Ticket Operations
Chris Celona, Assistant Director of Athletic Communications Anna
Oleson-Wheeler and head coach Diane Ninemire, the group held
numerous meetings back in January to gauge interest and feasibility.
From there, a plan was put in place.

That plan started with a formal bid submitted to the NCAA to host a
regional. The long process was worked on by the administration with
assistance from every facet of the athletic department which in total
took several weeks to complete. On April 20, that bid was submitted to
the NCAA, who reviews all bids.

It was decided early on that several temporary improvements would
needed to be made to meet the standards for hosting a regional. Cal’s
softball team, a powerhouse in the sport for many years, competed on
the road in the NCAA Regionals and Super Regionals for the past 19
years and everyone here in Berkeley wanted to give them the home
field advantage they deserve this season.

Morganti has overseen the responsibilities with hosting numerous
NCAA Championships here at Cal, including National Championship
contests in water polo at Spieker Aquatics Complex and first and
second round women’s basketball tournaments inside Haas Pavilion.
The one thing that has been on the venue’s side in both those high
profile events was the luxury of knowing years in advance that Cal
would be the host.

The entire world discovered on ESPNU on Sunday night at 7 p.m. (PT)
during the network’s NCAA Softball Championships selection show
that Berkeley would serve as an NCAA Regional host AND so did Cal.
With Sunday nearly complete, all parties involved were forced to wait
until Monday at 8 a.m. to begin executing all of the plans that had been

drawn up.That gave everyone involved in the set up roughly 48 hours
before the first of four teams would take the field for practice.

Mellis summarized the project, saying, “VWe had to basically build a new
softball stadium in 48 hours.”

An operations meeting was held at 8 a.m. with 25 bright-eyed,
enthusiastic members of the Cal Department of Intercollegiate
Athletics accompanied by numerous cups of coffee. Over an hour later,
everyone left that meeting and began their assigned tasks.

Just 24 hours later, Levine-Fricke Field took on a whole new look.The
most noticeable difference was the six banks of temporary lights that
arrived at the facility. They were in place by Wednesday and Cal took to
the field for its first night practice. Tonight’s games will be the first ever
night games played at Levine-Fricke Field.

A temporary press box was brought in behind the stands for the
large turnout of media expected for the weekend’s games as well as
administrators accompanying their teams to Berkeley.While ESPN, the
broadcast partner for the NCAA Championships, is not televising any
games here this weekend, should Cal advance to the Super Regionals,
the national network would be on site here next weekend for all the
games.

More than 300 credentials have been designed, printed and issued to
staff, administrators and media covering the games.

More than seven hundred additional seats were added to the facility
earlier this season beyond the left-field wall which increased the
capacity of Levine-Fricke Field to more than 1,200.

The NCAA requires all signage related to sponsorships as well as any
items that can create a perceived “home field advantage” removed.
All signage on the outfield wall was removed and the line on the
scoreboard that read “California” on the bottom was replaced by a
sticker that says “home” for all the games. Levine-Fricke Field has also
been dressed with the |5 NCAA Championships banners that arrived
on site on Wednesday morning .

Witter Rugby Field, the large field turf playing surface adjacent to
Levine-Fricke Field, will serve as a staging area for this weekend’s event.
A number of tents were assembled to provide temporary meeting
space for each of the teams as well as media and hospitality areas.
Teams will warm up on the field prior to their games in the middle of
what has been used as the rugby, lacrosse and football practice facilities
here on campus.

The opening of the Simpson Center for Student-Athlete High
Performance this past October was a major part of the feasibility of
Cal to be able to host an event of this magnitude.The brand new facility
will provide locker rooms for each of the teams, the officials as well as
meeting rooms for administrators and a full service sports medicine
area.

The NCAA randomly selects different sites for drug testing and, while
it is not yet known if Cal will be one of those sites, a separate area must
be made available specifically for this use just in case.

Brining nearly 1,300 additional people to campus requires an abundance
of parking. The University has provided shuttles for fans who park in

the Underijill Lot to easily transport them up the hill to the venue.

The number of people descending on Levine-Fricke Field this weekend
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also demands the need for additional restroom facilities. Two temporary
trailers were brought in to accommodate all in attendance this weekend.

Last but most certainly not least... game balls. The NCAA has a special
softball for its championships with the organization’s logo affixed on
it. The sport’s governing body shipped seven dozen of its game balls
to Berkeley earlier this week. The woods right behind home plate,
however, leave the opportunity for a number of foul balls to get lost in
the trees so Cal pro-actively ordered an additional seven dozen balls
for this weekend’s games, leaving no room for error.

“It was full team effort,” Barbour said.“Foti Mellis, the sport supervisor,
really led the effort.“l am really pleased this team has an opportunity
to host and for our community to have the opportunity to see them
play here in Berkeley.”

It is a tall task that was completed in a very short period of time by a
team of professionals. Many individuals put in some very long hours this
week, however it will all be worth it to see championship softball played
at Levine-Fricke Field this weekend.

“It is a great honor to finally be at home,” Ninemire said. “We waited
many years to be able to host a regional here. It is going to be a great
opportunity for our girls to be able to play at home in front of the Cal
fans.”

Morganti, who has overseen these events for a number of years, has
one rule when putting on an NCAA Championship that she relays to
each program,“If we host, we win!”

Bears Prepare for Friday Night Lights

BERKELEY - Though it’s a phrase normally reserved for the gridiron,
the California softball team has adopted “Friday Night Lights” as the
theme for the Golden Bears’ first game in the Berkeley Regional. On
Friday, May 18, No. | seed Cal takes on lona at 7 p.m. under the lights
at Levine-Fricke Field in serene Strawberry Canyon. Not only is this
the first postseason game in Berkeley since 1993, but it’s the first time
in program history that the Bears have played under lights on their
home turf.

“It’'s awesome because it’s the first game under the lights,” junior pitcher
Jolene Henderson.“It’s a big step up for Cal,and we all appreciate all the
hard work that went into it.”

Even the alums are taking note.

“Getting lights brought in is a huge step forward for the softball team,”
former Golden Bear Kristina Thorson said.“This perennial powerhouse
is being rewarded for all of the hard work and success they’'ve had
under Coach Ninemire. It’s a very proud time to be an alumni.”

The Bears practiced on Wednesday evening at 7 p.m. - promptly the
time they should be taking the field on Friday. At the start of practice,
the sun was beginning to set on the picturesque San Francisco Bay Area,
visible from just beyond California Memorial Stadium. By the final team
huddle, it was complete dark out - with the lights shining down on the
Bears, of course. Practice provided the Bears a chance to see how the
ball would look come game time.

Though it may be the first night game in Berkeley, Friday’s game against
lona will not be the first night game of the year for Cal. The Bears
played four games at night this season, in which they posted a 3-1
record. Cal defeated Butler in Fresno, 14-1 in five innings, under the
lights at Bulldog Diamond. The Bears went 10 innings with then-No.
19/18 Hawaii in Honolulu in the evening, eventually succumbing to the
Rainbow Wahine 3-1 in the bottom of the 0th. Cal opened Pac-12
play at Smith Family Field on the Farm, where they defeated then-No. 9
Stanford 9-0, raining four homers on the Cardinal. More recently, first
pitch at No. 14/18 Oregon on April 20 was 6 p.m., and the Bears beat
the Ducks 8-1.Those games are still fresh in Cal’s mind.

“We’ve done well under the lights this year,” volunteer assistant coach
Angie Jacobssaid.“As a player, | always preferred playing at night. | felt |
could see the ball better. | think the kids are excited.”

Excited is right. Practices on both Wednesday and Thursday were lively,
though focused. The Bears ran defensive drills, did work off tees and in
the batting cages - all like normal. But the NCAA signs everywhere and
sharing home field with the unfamiliar teams of lona, Boston University
and Arkansas are outward markers that things are slightly different. But
no matter the opponent, the Bears are grateful.

“We're all excited,” freshman Nikki Owenssaid.“It’s a great opportunity.
It’s cool to be the first team to have all these accomplishments - we
won the first Pac-12 title, we're the first to play under the lights and
host a regional.”

After practice on Thursday, the Bears headed to their locker room at
the Simpson Center for Student-Athlete High Performance for some
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down time. Meanwhile, the Cal coaches and administrators who have
worked tirelessly to put on the Berkeley Regional, met with coaches
and administrators from the three other schools and NCAA. Following
the meeting, the Bears and coaches enjoyed a delicious and freshly
prepared meal at the Simpson Center’s cafeteria before adjourning for
the evening, eager to get a good night’s rest before Friday.

On Friday, when the Bears take the field at Levine-Fricke Field, which
they have done so many times, it will be against lona as the Bears fight
for their chance to advance further into the NCAA Tournament. First
pitch is slated for 7 p.m., but it will be pushed back if the 5 p.m. game
featuring Boston U and Arkansas goes long. Individual session tickets
will be available for purchase at the field, beginning at 3:30 p.m. Please
click here for information on parking and here to read about day-of
tickets.

Jamia Reid revs up Cal’s No. | softball team

So fast is Cal leadoff hitter Jamia Reid, she probably would be crossing
home plate by the time teammate Danielle Henderson was closing in
on second if the two were engaged in a race around the bases.

“She’s ridiculous,’ said Henderson, a third baseman.“It’s not fair”

In a 50-4 season, the top-ranked Bears benefited greatly from Reid’s
speed as well as her ability with the bat. She stole 45 bases in 48
attempts, led the team in hitting with a .39| average and can cover
ground quickly from her post in left field.

“She’s one of the best players in the entire country and can change
the momentum of a game in a split second,” Cal head coach Diane
Ninemire said.“Her running is so good. She doesn’t only straight steal
on you, she can steal when you least expect it. She puts such pressure
on a team.”

Ninemire is counting on Reid, and her equally fleet identical twin Elia, to
put pressure on lona (35-24) on Friday night when the teams meet in
a Berkeley Regional game at Levine-Fricke Field in Strawberry Canyon.

Batting left-handed at the top of the order for the Bears, Jamia Reid has
mastered the skill of slapping the ball a few feet in front of the plate and
rocketing down the first-base line to beat most throws. Against UCLA
on April 29, Reid unexpectedly stole home in the first inning to help Cal
turn a 2-0 deficit into a 10-3 victory.

“That pumped us up,” Reid said. “Doing something like that is exciting.
It’s definitely an advantage.When | get on base, it’s really an advantage
for our team. It’s a game-changer.”

That was the first time Reid stole home in her career. In her four years
in Berkeley, she has been successful on 171 of 192 steal attempts and
wants to finish her Cal career by breaking her school record of 48
steals from 2010.

“It gets harder every year because people know you,” she said. “My
freshman year; | got more steals (47 in 2009) because people didn’t
know me.”

Reid is well known around these parts. She recently was named
first-team All-Pac-12, along with teammates Valerie Arioto and Jolene
Henderson, as well as first-team All-Pacific Region, with Arioto and the
Henderson sisters, Jolene and Danielle.

Reid graduated Monday with a degree in sociology. Her summer plans
include playing for the Akron Racers of the National Pro Fastpitch
league. Reid, Racers - sounds like a perfect fit.
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Top conferences ready for postseason

An hour after the selection show ended Sunday night, California
head coach Diane Ninemire still hadn’t looked at the full 64-team
bracket. She didn’t know the national seeds and hadn’t seen where all
the intriguing matchups might be in the first round or the potential
conference showdowns that could be on tap in the super regionals.

But that’s OK. She had a party to host.

Ninemire said that her team joined about 100 fans for a watch party. It
didn’t take long for the place to start buzzing as her Golden Bears were
the first team revealed as they strolled into the postseason with the
No. | overall seed.After all, they won the Pac-12 title this past weekend
and own a sterling 50-4 record.

The seeding was expected. The part that left everyone on the edge of
their seats was whether or not Cal would be chosen to host a regional,
and potentially a super regional. For the first time since 1993, the
Golden Bears will be able to sleep in their own beds, field grounders
on their own infield and cheer on teammates from their own dugout.

“It’s been a long time since we’ve hosted a regional at the University of
California so of course we’re extremely excited about playing in front
of our fans and just being able to stay at home and being able to play on
familiar ground,” Ninemire said. “Just having the opportunity to play in
northern California is an exciting opportunity for our players and fans.
It’s just fantastic that our athletic department put so much in making
sure we'd be able to play at home.”

California will have several familiar faces alongside it while steering a
path toward Oklahoma City. The league that has recorded 23 national
titles since the NCAA began sponsoring the sport in 1982 — including
the last six — had eight squads selected for the field Sunday. The
Golden Bears are one of five league teams hosting a regional May 18-
20, while Oregon, which will host May 17-19, gives the Pac-12 six of the
|6 national seeds, the most of any conference.

The Golden Bears haven’t played at home much this season. Out of
54 games, only 16 have been at Levine-Fricke Field, where Cal is 14-2.
Three of the most anticipated came in the past week as Cal clinched
the league crown by taking two of three games from Arizona State, the
No. 3 national seed.

Senior first baseman/pitcher Valerie Arioto played the key role as she
has all year since returning from a leg injury that forced her to miss the
Bears’ 2011 run to the WCWS. She hit a walk-off, two-run homer in
Game | against the Sun Devils and then came back the next day and
tossed a shutout in the circle to secure the league title. In football, it
would be her “Heisman moment” times two, the ones that sit atop a
resume that makes her almost everybody’s favorite to be named the
national player of the year.

“It was kind of like icing on the cake,” Ninemire said. “She had a
fantastic weekend. ... She was pretty much on fire all weekend. And
then winning the first Pac-12 championship was an outstanding honor
for our team because we also won the first Pac-10 championship back
in 1987.So we like to be No. | in things.”

That doesn’t bode well for lona, Boston U. and Arkansas, the three

teams heading to Berkeley, Calif., for regional play.

Arkansas, however, has some preparation for its biggest test of the year.
It comes from the SEC, the league that has more teams in the field than
any other; upstaging the Pac-12 by putting nine squads into the bracket.
The conference has also produced the national runner-up in three of
the past five seasons, including Florida a year ago.

Alabama grabbed the No. 2 overall seed — one of four national seeds
for the league — as it slid in ahead of defending champion Arizona State.
Crimson Tide coach Patrick Murphy, much like Ninemire with her high
regard for the Pac-12, feels that the week-in, week-out grind within
league play has set the conference teams apart in recent years.

“Definitely being member of the SEC helps tremendously when you get
to the postseason because you've seen lefties, you've seen righties that
throw heat, righties that throw junk, you've seen riseballs, curveballs,
screwballs, you've seen them all,” Murphy said.“As a hitting person, the
hitters love to see that type of pitching game in and game out.We don’t
want to win games |8-0 every time because that’s not going to teach
us anything.

“I think playing in the SEC No. | teaches you adversity because you're
probably going to get beat. | don’t think there’s ever been any [SEC]
team that'’s gone undefeated . Second, you're going to see the hitters on
the other team; our pitchers have to prepare.And then finally when you
get into the postseason and you take a deep breath and then it’s like
‘Thank God we don’t have to see the SEC until the super regionals or
[Women’s College] World Series’ and it’s a huge relief for everybody. |
know other conferences probably say that, but | know it’s a huge relief
for us in the SEC”

Facing the SEC, like the Pac-12, in the postseason will be anything but
a relief.
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Who will challenge top-seed Cal?

I. Can California be stopped?

A season ago, the No. | ranking in the ESPN.com/USA Softball Top 25
passed between eight teams before Arizona State finally took the top
spot for good in late April and raced with relative ease to its second
national championship in four seasons. It took far less time for a favorite
to emerge this season,and that’s no coincidence. California really is that
good.

Coach Diane Ninemire’s team claimed the top spot in the poll after
just one week of play and held it for all but one week of the regular
season. The Bears won their first outright conference title since 1987,
something they didn’t even manage en route to a national championship
in 2002. They returned the entire lineup from the team that reached
the Women’s College World Series last season, including pitching
ace Jolene Henderson. They added three impact freshmen starters
in Danielle Henderson (Jolene’s little sister), Cheyenne Cordes and
Breana Kostreba and welcomed back fifth-year senior All-American
Valerie Arioto from a redshirt 201 | season.

With the Pac-12 title on the line against Arizona State in the final
weekend of the regular season, all Arioto did was hit a walk-off home
run in the opening game and strike out | | batters en route to pitching
a shutout in the second game.

So should we even bother sweating out a week in the Oklahoma City
heat for the Women'’s College World Series?

Of course we should, and not just because there are few atmospheres
in women'’s sports quite like that inside Hall of Fame Stadium. Arizona
State lived up to the label of favorite last season, but that was the first
time since Arizona won it all in 2006 that the No. | team at the end
of the regular season won the title. Cal is the clear favorite. It hits for
power, has speed at the top of the lineup, plays fantastic defense and
has two pitchers it can trust in any situation. But there are three teams
that could wrestle away the title without stunning the softball world in
the process.

Hometown Report: Hendersons help make Cal softball
national title contender

BERKELEY — In the same half-inning, Jolene Henderson can be full of
cheer — or full of fury.

Henderson, Cal’s softball ace from Sheldon High School, stalks the
pitcher’s circle, sizing up her opponent, her brown ponytail and blue-
and-gold ribbons dancing in the Strawberry Canyon breeze. The
20-year-old junior throws blazing fastballs and befuddling changeups
before glaring at the retired batters. Then she high-fives and grins with
her teammates.

Over at third base is her sister, Danielle Henderson, two years younger,
who matches her charm and intensity. With a scowl, Danielle ropes
extra-base hits for the No. | team in the country.

The Henderson sisters are helping make the Bears a top contender for
a national championship.

“Don’t let the beautiful ribbons fool you,” Bears coach Diane Ninemire
said. “The Hendersons are great competitors.VWhat separates Jolene is
her strong will. She’s pretty unstoppable. Danielle is just as proud and
driven.”

Jolene is 30-1 with a 1.13 ERA and 246 strikeouts after leading the
Bears to a 4-2 victory over No. 2 Arizona State on Thursday in the
first game of a three-game series to end the regular season. Danielle, a
freshman, has 14 home runs and 41 RBIs for the 50-3 Bears (Pacific-12
Conference champions at 21-2).The NCAA regionals begin Friday.

The Henderson sisters grew up playing softball, winning championships
in summer travel ball and at Sheldon. Now they can hardly contain their
joy at doing it again on scholarship in Berkeley.

“I love to go at a batter, challenge them with pitches,” Jolene said.“My
favorite thing to do is strike someone out and walk off the field just as
the pitch gets there, but that’s not in a bad way. It’s just competition.

“And | will stare down a player; a look, and then look at my teammates
and smile and be silly. It’s part of the game.”

Danielle agrees.

“l love when Jolene strikes a batter out with a changeup and the look
on their face,” Danielle said.“My sister has fun out here, but she gets so
heated, too.We all do.”

Jolene wears jersey No. 54 in honor of her father, Joe, whom she
emulates. Joe Henderson wore jersey No. 54 when he played on the
offensive line at Burbank High School in the early 1980s and at Idaho
State. Jolene said the braids and cheery persona come from her mother,
Mickey. Joe and Mickey Henderson have become fixtures at Cal’s cozy
Levine-Fricke Field.

Joe Henderson didn’t just introduce his daughters to softball, he
brought it to them. Eleven years ago, Joe installed a regulation diamond
with 200-foot fences and a pond in deep right field in their Elk Grove
backyard.And Henderson coached his daughters on age-group summer
All-Star teams.

As an 8-year-old, Jolene initially was so uneasy with softball that she
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occasionally would misdirect pitches well over the catcher. She was
distracted, chasing butterflies and admiring flowers. Jolene eventually
grew to appreciate the sport, then crave it.

The sisters spent hours practicing in the backyard.

“The girls had a great time back there, and it’s where they really learned
how to play,” Joe said after a recent victory over UCLA.

Jolene was so determined to help the Bears last season that she pitched
with a stress fracture in her hip. Despite pitching in constant pain, she
won 40 games, struck out 333 batters in the same number of inningsand
was named the Pac-10 Pitcher of the Year and an All-American. After
the 201 | season, she took the summer and winter off to heal.

“It was painful to pitch,and | was thinking, I'm 19, not 90, so what’s with
this stress fracture?, “ Jolene said. “But the team needed me. | was on
crutches, then I'd play. | needed to play. Taking the time off (after the
season) killed me — the most boring time of my life.| did hot yoga, visual
empowerment, and now [|’ve never felt better.”

Jolene said her highlight this season came in the opener,a 13-5 victory
over Tennessee, during which Danielle hit her first collegiate homer.

“It was Danielle’s first college game, and we're on the same field
together;” Jolene said.“And anytime my sister gets a hit or a home run,
that’s my favorite. | just had to go high-five her”

Cancer Survivor Fannie Wallace Is An Inspiration To Us All

Amazing. Strong. Loving.

Those are the words junior infielder Jordan Wallace uses to describe
her grandmother Fannie.

Fannie has been stricken with breast cancer twice in her life and the
83-year-old has beaten the disease on both occasions. Her first bout
with breast cancer came before Jordan was born. After undergoing
several treatments, she went into remission and appeared to be cancer
free.

Unfortunately, several years later, the cancer returned and Fannie had
to have one of her breasts removed. While undergoing exhaustive
treatments to rid her body of the hazardous cells, she lost her husband,
Earnest, of 52 years to the same ugly disease called cancer.

“It has been rough on her;” Jordan said of her beloved grandmother.“She
not only had to experience it all first-hand, but she had to experience
losing 2 man she was married to for more than 50 years. Having to
live with losing the love of your life and experiencing what she went
through is extremely difficult.

“I look up to her;” her proud granddaughter continued. “l can’t even
imagine how someone can go on in life and live the way that she does.
She is always happy. She is always smiling. It takes a special person to
deal with the hardships that she has had to deal with and still call me
and find time to send me a card to let me know she is thinking about
me. It breaks my heart to think that she has had to deal with something
like that because she is such an amazing person.”

Fannie has persevered through it all and is once again cancer free.
Jordan will get to share her grandmother’s story and a special moment
with the woman she admires today at Levine-Fricke Field as the Bears

host a StrikeOut Cancer event in conjunction with their game against
No. 2 Arizona State at 3 p.m.

Fannie will receive the team ball and be in the circle to throw out the
ceremonial first pitch prior to today’s contest.

“It is very exciting,” Jordan said.“She is really looking forward to it and
has been practicing throwing a ball with my dad the last couple days.”

Cal softball is hosting the event in partnership with the National
Fastpitch Coaches Association and the American Cancer Society. At
that game, the Golden Bears will don pink hair ribbons and encourage
all fans to wear pink.Those fans who wear pink will receive giveaways
such as Silly Bandz and foam sticks.

In addition to collecting general fan donations, Cal softball will be selling
pink hair ribbons as a fundraiser for the ACS.

“l know the team feels very strongly about it,” Jordan said. “We have
several girls on the team that have experienced cancer in their family,
and this is something we wanted to do to help support the cause. By
showing just a little bit of our respect and dedicating an event to this
cause, this is a small way we can give back and show everyone how
much this means to us.”

Jordan, who is lobbying to catch that first pitch from her grandmother,
will be joined by several members of her family at today’s game,
including her mother, father, brother, sister and two cousins.

“She is really excited for this,” Jordan said. “Hopefully | don’t tear up;
| am not a big crier. It means a lot. | was skeptical to ask her at first
because | wasn’t sure she was going to want to do it. It is a lot for an
older woman to throw a pitch for a sport she has never even played
before. She didn’t hesitate; she said | want to practice. | have to get my
Cal gear on.| won’t let you down. It is a really big deal to her.To see that
she is excited makes me excited. It means a lot that she is able to do it.”

Fannie attended the majority of Jordan’s games when she was younger,
but hasn’t been able to make it out to her games more recently with
her health issues. She makes a point to catch the Bears on television
when they are on, and is always on the phone with her granddaughter
after every game listening to the recap.

“She is the life of the party,” Jordan said.“| love that woman so much
and | would do anything for her. To see that she is so happy after so
much that she has dealt with makes me want to be a better person.
It makes me think about the little things and take advantage of little
things like smiling, laughing and really caring about people. She means
the world to me.”

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Valerie Arioto helps lift Bears to Pac-12 title

A day after her dramatic home run gave Cal a win over Arizona State,
Valerie Arioto pitched the No. |-ranked Bears to a 5-0 victory over
the No. 2 Sun Devils on Friday that clinched the school’s first outright
conference softball championship in 25 years.

Arioto’s shutout also gave Cal (50-3, 21-2 Pac-12) the sixth 50-
win season in school history. The Bears finish the regular season at
noon Saturday against Arizona State (45-7, 17-4) before beginning
preparations for the NCAA regionals on May 18-20.

The NCAA tournament field will be announced Sunday night, and Cal
is hopeful of hosting a regional at Levine-Fricke Field in Strawberry
Canyon.

“It’s fantastic,” Cal coach Diane Ninemire said. Cal “won the first Pac-
10 championship (in 1987). It’s so good to see this team win the first
Pac-12 championship. This was an outstanding effort by the team, both
games.”

While Arioto scattered six hits over seven innings and had | | strikeouts
in notching the 20th win of her senior season against two defeats, she
received a big boost from the bats of freshmen Danielle Henderson,
Breana Kostreba and Cheyenne Cordes.

Henderson, one of three Bears from Sheldon High School in Elk Grove,
staked her team to a |-0 lead in the second inning with a long run-
scoring single that hit near the top of the left field wall and drove in
Kostreba.

In the fourth inning, third baseman Henderson drove in another run,
which made the score 2-0 and life a little easier for Arioto, who worked
up a sweat windmilling 108 pitches, 68 of them strikes.

“The freshmen came up big,” Arioto said. “They picked us up early. It
gave me confidence as a pitcher. | had this thought | wasn’t going to
lose.”

The Bears broke open the game in the fifth with three runs to push
their lead to 5-0 and take the starch out of the Sun Devils. Senior right
fielder Elia Reid drove in two runs with a double to center field and
Henderson’s sacrifice fly plated another to finish off the scoring.

“It was really nice to contribute to the team,” said Henderson, whose
older sister Jolene pitched Cal to victory Thursday. “We worked our
butts off the entire season, and I'm glad it worked out.”

Cal athletic director confident Bears will host NCAA softball
regional

Cal athletic director Sandy Barbour believes it’s “a no-brainer” that the
school will be chosen Sunday to host an NCAA softball regional for
the first time.

“How do you deny the No. | team in the country if we meet the
criteria?”” Barbour said.

The top-ranked Golden Bears submitted a bid for the first time to
the NCAA to serve as a host of the opening week of the national
tournament.

In the past, Cal did not meet two critical requirements: providing
sufficient locker rooms and a warmup area. Now, with the completion
of the Simpson High Performance Center and a durable turf at Witter
Field adjacent to the Levine-Fricke softball field, the Bears have
addressed the two primary stumbling blocks.

The athletic department also has moved in 1,200 temporary bleacher
seats and is prepared to rent lights and a pressbox structure.

The 64-team tournament begins with eight regional events, May 17-20.

The NCAA will announce the tournament field on Sunday at 7 p.m,,
and Barbour said the university won’t know until that time whether its
bid is accepted.

In the meantime, the Bears (48-3, 19-2 Pac-12) face No.2 Arizona State
(45-5, 17-2) in a three-game series at Levine-Fricke that will end the
regular season and determine the conference title. The first game is
Thursday at 3 p.m.

Barbour doesn’t believe the outcome of the series will have impact on
their NCAA bid.

“We are proceeding as if it will happen.| don’t see any reason it won’t,”
she said.“| think regardless of what happens this weekend, we're a top-
8 seed. Our season’s body of work has earn an opportunity to host.”

Cal softball coach Diane Ninemire said she is excited by the prospect
of hosting an NCAA regional, but said the team’s immediate concern
is Arizona State.

“We've been road warriors,” Ninemire said, alluding to the team’s 36-2
record away from home.“This team will be fine if we're on the road or
here at home.”

Barbour said that softball is high on the athletic facilities priority list
when the Memorial Stadium project is complete. She said the plan is
to eventually have permanent seating, lights and a pressbox facility that
meet the NCAA tournament criteria.
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Diane Ninemire’s Cal softball team aims for the top

Cal’s powerhouse rugby program has been displaced from its home at
Witter Field the past two years because of the remodeling of Memorial
Stadium, but there’s still a juggernaut residing in Strawberry Canyon.

Head coach Diane Ninemire’s softball team is 48-3 and ranked No. | in
the country, with a series against No. 2 Arizona State (45-5) remaining
before NCAA regionals, May [8-20.

The Thursday-Friday-Saturday set at Levine-Fricke Field will determine
the Pac-12 championship, as the Bears (19-2) and Sun Devils (17-2, with
two rainouts) are tied in the loss column. The title goes to the team
that wins two of three.

As it demonstrated convincingly in starting the season 23-0, this is a
Cal team seemingly without a weakness. The Bears are 12-1 at home,
13-2 on the road and 23-0 at neutral sites. They have a devastating
I-2 pitching combination with Jolene Henderson and Valerie Arioto, a
strong hitting lineup and a defense fielding at a .980 clip.

“The chemistry on the team is really good,” Ninemire said. “They’re
all willing to work hard every day. This team is balanced with power
and speed and very strong pitching. VWe wanted to get more balance.
We were more power-oriented in the early 2000s, and | wanted to get
more balance.”

After that 23-0 start, the Bears lost for the first time at Hawaii on
March [5, then reeled off |5 straight wins before their only home loss,
8-3 to Arizona on April 4. A week later; Cal came up short ina [-0
loss at Oregon.

“The thing | notice about this team is the games after we lost, we
bounce back,” second baseman Jace Williams said.*“We don’t really get
down on ourselves. | don’t notice the roller-coaster effect with this
team. Our chemistry is good on and off the field.We have fun playing.”

Ninemire has probably the best player in the country in Arioto, a senior
from Pleasanton who is as adept with a bat as with a ball. Arioto is
hitting .398 with 21 home runs and 54 RBIs and has an ERA of 1.29,
having allowed just one home run this season.

“Am | a hitting pitcher or a pitching hitter?” Arioto pondered.l don’t
see myself just doing one.”

Arioto, who missed the 201 | season with a broken leg, plays first base
when the redoubtable Henderson (29-1) is pitching; she has a 1.10
ERA with 238 strikeouts. Arioto, Henderson and left fielder Jamia Reid
(.383, 44 stolen bases in 46 attempts) are among 25 candidates for USA
Softball’s College Player of the Year.

Ninemire enjoyed recalling one of the “little things” against UCLA on
April 29 as being illustrative of her team. The Bears started the game
in a 2-0 hole but when Reid stole home in the bottom of the first, it
triggered three runs in what became a 10-3 victory for Cal.

“You don’t see that often in softball,” Ninemire said of stealing home.
“It sparked the team. It’s the little things. I'm really proud of their effort
and intensity to help the team win. I'm always impressed by our will.”

Of Reid, who leads the team in stolen bases, the coach said,““She’s very
sneaky. Those little things can open the door to get momentum. You

create opportunities for yourself. That’s what this team is pretty good
at doing””

Now in her 25th year as Cal’s head coach, Ninemire quietly has gone
about the business of building one of the best softball programs in the
country. She has taken the Bears to | | Women’s College World Series
and won it all in 2002. Cal also has been to 24 straight NCAA regional
tournaments on her watch.

All that success has led to 1,107 victories, making Ninemire the sixth
Division | softball coach to reach 1,100. Michele Granger and Gillian
Boxx were four-time All-Americans under Ninemire and won gold
medals with the U.S. team at the 1996 Olympic Games. Former Cal
player Vicky Galindo was a 2008 U.S. Olympian.

Into this heady mix of big-time softball comes freshman shortstop
Cheyenne Cordes of Fairfield. She has been an immediate contributor,
mostly with her glove, as she has only four errors in 5| games. She’s
batting .286 with 34 runs scored, 30 RBlIs, 26 walks and six home runs.

“It’s been amazing,” Cordes said. “| feel like I'm the luckiest freshman
in the country. (Everyone has been) very welcoming. We all get along
so well. You hear about a lot of drama on other teams, and we don’t
have that”

For Cal, the drama is about to begin.

Cal softball’s Kostreba, Owens hope to follow footsteps

A year ago, Aptos High’s Breana Kostreba and Scotts Valley’s Nikki
Owens were more or less thinking about winning a Santa Cruz Coast
Athletic League title. Now, they're thinking of an NCAA national
championship with the Cal softball team.

That’s not heavy at all.

“You can’t really stress about it.You just have to play the game,” Kostreba
said.“I've played with all the girls over the years anyway [through travel
ball]. It’s just a bigger audience now.”

Not to mention a bigger spotlight, with perhaps an even bigger target
on your back.

But for all gobs of pressure that supposedly come with being ranked
No. | in the nation, the Golden Bears haven’t succumbed to much of
anything just yet.

The season so far has been golden for Cal [46-3], which for six straight
weeks has owned the No. | ranking in the nation. The Golden Bears
won 23 straight games to open the season and, at 17-2 in the Pac-12,
have two more three-game series against Oregon State and Arizona
State before opening NCAA Regionals.

And the team carries with it a local flavor. Kostreba, a true freshman,
has started in 45 of Cal’'s 49 games this season, batting at a .31 1 clip
with || homers and 37 RBIs.

Owens, who has been sidelined with injuries, is doing all she can to
get back on the field, doing all she can to support and learn from All-
American pitchers Jolene Henderson and Valerie Arioto.

“Everyone is doing everything to help the team out,” Owens said.
That includes Cal alumni, too.

Two weeks ago, the program celebrated the |0-year anniversary of its
2002 national championship team.About 10 former players showed up
for a reunion of what was the first women’s team in school history to
win a title.

Aside from the usual reunion fare — tailgates and facility tours — Cal
had special player introductions for the ‘02 squad before its Pac-12
game against Arizona, an alumni banquet later that night for past and
present players, as well as game footage of Cal silencing a Jennie Finch-
led Wildcats team 6-0 for the national championship.

For the current No. | team in the country, which this week was a
single first-place vote shy of being a unanimous No. |, watching that was
enough motivation for one day.

“Now, we expect to win it and that’s our goal,” Kostreba said.

“Just seeing everyone come together and have the same goal,” she
added, “it was powerful.”

Owning the No. | ranking in the nation is one thing. Seeing first-hand
what could come of it is a benefit only the Cal softball team could enjoy.
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ALUMNI SET THE TONE, LEGACY

“Surreal” was how Owens described the alumni event. But she, like
Kostreba, is in a different position than most on Cal.

Part of that feeling has to do with who was giving the inspirational
speech, who was throwing out the ceremonial first pitch, who was
singing the national anthem.

If there was one former player who led the reunion, it was Jocelyn
Forest — a bit of a mentor to both Kostreba and Owens, a bit of a
legend to Cal softball.

“She’s too humble,” Owens said.*You have to Google her”

The short version of her resume: Forest, now the head softball coach
at Santa Cruz High, co-owns a gymnasium in Santa Cruz and helped
Kostreba and Owens prepare themselves for Berkeley during their
senior years in high school. Ten years ago, she won all eight of her
postseason appearances for Cal, including throwing a one-hitter against
Arizona to lift the Golden Bears to the 2002 national title.

And she can sing, too — apparently when pressured by her teammates
at a |0-year reunion. She can also deliver an uplifting speech as well.

“| talked about choosing your destiny. It's a hard idea for people to
grasp, because there are so many variables. But you really can, if you
have heart and you can come together as a team,” Forest said. “We
weren’t the best team, player for player [in 2002]. But we knew how to
come together and lay it on the line and not let anyone stop us.”

There was no easy road for the 2002 team. It was positioned in a
regional bracket that included powerhouses Fresno State, Cal State
Fullerton and Stanford, each highly ranked that season. It was also the
first time a pair of Pac-10 schools were picked for the same regional
bracket.

It was enough to draw immediate ire from the Golden Bears, who felt
completely disrespected with their draw.

“They called it the ‘Mini-World Series’ We were up in arms. It didn’t
seem fair;” Forest recalled. “But then everything kind of changed. We
just kind of looked at each other and, suddenly, it didn’t matter.

“We were going to win and nobody else was going to stop us.”

Forest recapped the 2002 run to the current Cal team during the
alumni event. It provided a perspective often difficult to replicate. Last
season, Cal qualified to the Women’s College World Series for the first
time since 2005, advancing to the second round before falling to Florida.

“It was good for them to hear the stories and their experiences,’
Cal coach Diane Ninemire said. “It showed what those players went
through and how they got things done.”

GOLDEN BEARS ATIGHT-KNIT GROUP

Kostreba and Owens are only pieces to the larger puzzle, but even they
have experienced adversity and the importance of team this season.

Kostreba, who had played third base all through high school, had to
learn right field at Cal while filling in for an injured Elia Reid at the start
of the season.When Reid returned, Kostreba moved into the DH spot,

where she is currently batting fifth for the Golden Bears.

While the Aptos alum didn’t register an error while in the outfield, she
didn’t miss a beat at the plate, either.

“She’s a very meticulous, very patient hitter;” Ninemire said.““She’s had
a few struggles in the Pac-12, with better pitching. But she’s doing a nice
job. 'm hoping she can use this going into the postseason to build up
her experience.

“She’s a student of the game with a high 1Q for hitting.”

Owens, on the other hand, developed hip bursitis after returning from
winter break. She doesn’t know how she got injured initially — likely
from overuse, she said — but she could barely walk when it was at its
worst.

Other issues kept the softball pitcher sidelined. It would have been
difficult for her to find much playing time this season anyway, especially
during Pac-12 play. But the Scotts Valley alum has nevertheless helped
out where can in practice and before games.

“Everyone has had to come together;” Owens said.“We all have things
in our life that are personally difficult. But we've all just banded together
going through stuff like that.

“We all work together and can be there for each other to work
through it, no matter what.”

Coming together isn’t something that seems to be a problem for Cal.
The Golden Bears have only lost three games this season — two of
which were on the road. The team’s only home loss, meanwhile, came
the day of the alumni event against Arizona.

How did the Golden Bears respond? They beat Arizona by the same 6-0
margin they did 10 years ago to win the national championship.

Ninemire said Cal is a very family oriented team, and as a coach,
adversity is something that is to be expected.

But being able to overcome it is about finding the strength and the
perspective, and not looking toward those worse off when things aren’t
going your way.

It’s a similar message that Forest had during the alumni event. After all,
they weren’t considered the best team in 2002 — they finished fourth
in the Pac-10 that season.

“If they can find it within themselves,” Forest said of this year’s team,
“they can make the decision to be champions.”

Before the April 29 game, not only did Bebe throw out the first
pitch, but she also enjoyed a warm-up dance session, gave the Bears
a pre-game speech then signed autographs for anyone and everyone
after the game.

“Bebe is a fighter, and the transformation between two years ago and
now is amazing,’ junior catcher Lindsey Ziegenhirt said. “It was so
inspirational to see her so happy!”

The Golden Bears adopted Bebe, a local child with pediatric cancer,
through the Friends of Jacyln Foundation. The Friends of Jaclyn
Foundation (FOJ) is a non-profit, charitable organization that improves
the quality of life for children with pediatric brain tumors and their
families.

“Having Bebe at the game made me feel so blessed to have her as part
of our lives,” junior pitcher Jolene Henderson said.“She gave us a pre-
game speech where she said you can win and always be yourself.

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NCAA Championship Q&A With Jocelyn Forest

BERKELEY - One name that is synonymous with the California
softball team’s NCAA Championship is Jocelyn Forest. In the 2002
national title game, Forest threw a one-hitter as the Golden Bears
defeated Arizona 6-0 to win the first NCAA women’s team title in Cal
school history. Forest was named the tournament’s most outstanding
player, completing the WCWS with a 4-0 record, 0.50 earned run
average and 33 strikeouts in 28.0 innings. Forest won all eight of her
2002 NCAA postseason appearances. CalBears.com caught up with
Forest - who currently lives in Santa Cruz and owns a strength and
conditioning gym - to discuss the historic run in Oklahoma City.

CalBears.com: The NCAA sent the Bears to Fresno for
Regionals, where you guys had to play Stanford, Fresno State
and Fullerton. In a Q&A with us last week, Kristen Morley told
us that you told the team, ‘“Well | guess we have to win it
all now.” Tell us about the moment when that announcement
was made.

Jocelyn Forest: | remember that exactly. We were all sitting around
at Courtney Scott, Candace Harper and Kristen Morley’s apartment,
watching the selection show. First we found out that we're going to
Fresno, which was already just a bummer for us.We had gone to Fresno
a lot of times, and it was a big softball rival for us, and they were a very
good team.The next team came out, and it was Stanford. At that point,
everybody was up in arms because it was the first time that two Pac-10
teams had ended up at a regional together. And of course they were
ranked very high. Then it came out that we were going to be playing
Fullerton. So there all these high-ranked California teams in this one
region, so there was this couple of minutes where everyone was very
upset. Then all of a sudden, it was like this calm came over us.We just
kind of looked at each other. | don’t remember what exactly | said, but
it was like a decision had been made right there in that moment that
we were winning and that was it. Everybody believed it down to their
core. It was a really good feeling.

CalBears.com: What anecdotes stick out in your mind about
that year?

JF: For me, the strength and conditioning that year played such a huge
role in it. It wasn’t just that the strength and conditioning itself was a
good program, which it was; it was amazing. | loved our coach, Mary
Dempsey; she’s so awesome and a really big role model in my life. But
it was just the fact that we worked so hard with each other.We'd show
up at 5 or 6 o'clock in the morning a couple days a week, and we'd
get out there and we’d just work. Everybody was so on board with it.
There weren’t any slackers, and no one had bad attitudes about getting
up early in the morning to do work. Such a camaraderie came out of it.
We were all such different people.That happens all the time with teams,
where you have to find a way to come together on the field even when
you have such different personalities.Were all very different people. But
it was just such a special thing that we really did know how to bring it
together on the field and work for the common goal that we decided
we were going to reach.

CalBears.com: What was it like being in Oklahoma City for
the Women’s College World Series?

JF: It’s kind of surreal feeling. It was strange because you almost felt like
you were in a dream. For me, it didn’t really feel like | was there; it was
kind of a haze.At the same time, it was like we knew what the outcome

would be. | know that sounds funny because how can you really know.
| just remember the whole team coming to that tournament with that
feeling that no one is going to stop us. We're winning. We're coming
here and we’re winning.

CalBears.com: When the score was still 0-0 heading into the
seventh inning, were you worried?

JF: There was never any doubt in my mind that we were going to win.
It was just a matter of how long it was going to take. | didn’t know
if we were going to be looking at an extra-inning game. | can’t even
emphasize enough how much | believed that we were going to win
and how much the team believed that we were going to win. It was
just a decision that had been made. It was going to happen.There was
nobody that was going to stop us. Going into that seventh inning, you
start to feel that pressure. | don’t know if it’s going to happen now or
in the 10th inning, but it’s happening so just stay strong. So when we
go into that seventh inning, Kaleo was the first person was the first
person to come through and score that run. It was that moment. We
came celebrating at home plate as if that was the game - as if it was a
walk-off winning run. However it was the top of the seventh inning, not
the bottom. So we had to pull ourselves back together. | started crying
when we scored that run because | knew that was it.When | got back
to the dugout, | had to take a second to compose myself because the
game wasn’t over. | had to remind myself that the game wasn’t over.
There was a lot left.We still had to close the door. So | gathered myself
and get ready to finish out the game in the bottom of the seventh. But
then, it just unfolded.We just started hitting. Before we knew it, it was
6-0.That of course, was just amazing because at that point, it’s just like
the nail in the coffin right there.

CalBears.com: So you’re up 6-0 and head into the bottom of
the seventh. What were you thinking as you headed to the
circle?

JF: Same thing - it was just like this is it. This is the moment. Let’s go out
there and do work, and close the door.

BERKELEY - After a recent home game, CalBears.com chatted with
Kristen Morley, who was the starting right fielder for the California
softball team in 2002.That year in Oklahoma City, Morley led the team
in hits (4) and runs (3) to hit .333. In this Q&A, Morley relates how
confident the 2002 team was that they were going to win the national
championship.

CalBears.com: What comes to mind when you think about
that year?

Kristen Morley: | remember the selection show. We all met at my
house - | lived with Courtney Scott and Candace Harper on Fulton.We
watched us get screwed again, because we got sent to Fresno with a
bunch of other conference champions. | remember after we saw that,
Jocelyn stood up and said, “Well guys, | guess we're going to have to
win it all” From then, that was the only thought we had. There was
no doubt.We didn’t have any worry about losing. We just knew that it
was going to happen.We knew we got screwed in our seeding and that
we were going to prove to the world that we were going to win the
national championship that year.

CalBears.com: No one scored until the seventh inning, when
the Bears posted six runs with two outs. What were you
thinking prior to that?

KM: | remember being completely calm. | don’t remember ever having
any worry. | knew that it would happen at some point. | couldn’t believe
that it was still 0-0 since it was two great teams. But | didn’t have any
doubt. Then | remember we started scoring runs with two outs in the
seventh. Kaleo walked on a close pitch, and | remember Jennie Finch
being very upset about it.Then | came up to bat and got a hit, then Harp
got a hit up the middle that Kaleo came around and scored on.We
moved everyone around, so there were runners on second and third
with two outs, | remember thinking, “We’re up [-0.That’s all we need,
we're good to go.” Then next thing | know, they walked Roni Nelson,
then Jennie accidentally walked Courtney Scott, so | came around on
a walk. | remember just stomping on the plate and being so proud, we
just scored another run.We're good to go definitely now.Then the next
thing you know, everything went crazy. It was just double after double
after double.We were just clearing the bases. | remember standing in
the dugout thinking,“l can’t believe this is happening.We're going to do
this” Then | remember Jennie Finch coming out of her last game without
being able to get her very last out in college softball. Then | remember
all of us pacing in the dugout thinking, we're about to win it.This is really
about to happen. It’s 6-0, and we're to win the national championship.

CalBears.com: With that lead in hand, what was that final
bottom of the seventh like?

KM: We went out onto the field. We got two outs, and | remember
standing out in right field just bawling. | was thinking, please don’t hit it
to me right now because I'm crying and | can’t see a thing right now.
Reality hit - this was it, we were actually going to win it. That everything
we had worked for that season was coming to an end and that we were
going to be number one and win that national championship that we
always talked about that we never knew was possible. We were going
to get it. Once we got that final out and everyone came in and we
jumped on each other, it was such a relief. | remember feeling that this
is what we earned.We earned it that season and every season before
that. Because all those women that played before us, they got us to that
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point. Just being there and being able to have that win was amazing.

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Recalling the 2002 National Championship

BERKELEY - One of the most important aspects of California softball
head coach Diane Ninemire’s preparations for the 2002 Women’s
College World Series did not involve softball. It was not a rigorous
defensive drill, batting practice or even throwing. It was a team trip to
the WCWS logo in center field.

It was there that Ninemire, who had just guided the Golden Bears to
their fourth straight trip to the hallowed grounds of Oklahoma City,
read to the Bears. She did not draw upon famous quotes or a story of
Cal yore. Instead, in her hands, she had a story published in the local
Oklahoma newspaper.

Veteran Arizona head coach Mike Candrea gave an interview to the
paper in which he stated that no one could overlook the Bears. He
noted that the 2002 squad was a scrappy group with good power and
could overtake anyone. It was that quote and article that Ninemire
distinctly remembers reading to her team prior to the opening day of
the WCWS.

“l really challenged the team when we got to the World Series that
week,” Ninemire said.“l lined them up on the logo and read them that.
| told them that their dream of winning the national title could come
true, but that we all had to believe that we were the best team that
week.”

Cal: 3, WCWS Opponents: 0

The Bears opened the week in high fashion with senior pitcher Jocelyn
Forest striking out 14 Sooner batters to lift Cal to a 4-2 victory over
Oklahoma in the opening round of the WCWS, marking the fourth
time the Bears had won the first-round game in its seventh World
Series appearance.

Cal continued to stay hot in its next game, defeating No. 8 Florida State,
1-0, on freshman Chelsea Spencer’s solo blast. The win was Cal’s ninth
consecutive, allowed the Bears to tie the school record for wins in a
year (54) and was the first time that the Bears have won the first two
games of aWCWS.

Following the win over Florida State, Cal beat Arizona State, 3-0, to
tread on ground that no other Golden Bear softball team in school
history had been able to cover by advancing to their first-ever national
championship game. It was also Cal’s 55th win of the season, the most
ever in the program’s 3 | -year existence.

Against the Sun Devils, the Bears scored all three runs on one play in
the bottom of the first inning. With two outs, runners ran on contact
as freshman Jessica Pamanian’s dribbler to third was bare-handed by
ASU’s Phelan Wright, who side-armed the throw off the mark to first.
Freshman Kaleo Eldredge and junior Kristen Morley came in easily as
right fielder Kristen Farber tried to field the ball off the fence along
the first base line. Junior Jen Deering, who was pinch running for junior
Veronica Nelson, crossed the plate when Farber attempted to throw
out Pamanian at second.

Senior pitcher Jocelyn Forest, who had pitched every game in the 2002
NCAA Tournament, threw her sixth one-hitter of the season and her
12th shutout of the year. In seven innings, she struck out four batters
and walked none for her 34th complete game in 2002.

“It was just an unbelievable event when we started knocking off all
these teams,” Ninemire said.“Then we got to the game when we played
Arizona State, and the third baseman threw the ball out in right field
and we rolled on.We were just on a roll - another win, another win,
another win.”

The defeat of ASU pushed Cal into the WCWS title game against Pac-
10 foe Arizona. Previously that season, the Bears took two of three
from the Wildcats, winning two in Berkeley, while dropping one game
in Tucson.

Where No Bears Had Gone Before - the Title Game

The championship day held special significance for more than one
reason.

It was the first time that the Bears had been in the title game.

No other Cal women’s team had ever won a NCAA national
championship.

“That championship game that day, it was like a magical moment in
a mind,” Ninemire. “It was a day that we only dreamed of being at
because we've been at the World Series a number of other times, but
never got to the final day.”

The game was a pitching duel between Cal’s Forest and Zona’s Jennie
Finch, two of the best hurlers in the nation. Forest had a younger team
behind her, notably less experienced and freshmen-laden compared
to the defending national champion Wildcats. Additionally, Candrea
and his ‘Cats had already won six NCAA Championships in program
history and had been to the title game 10 times. It was truly a David
and Goliath situation.

Finch (34-6), the player of the year in 2001 when she went 32-0 and
Arizona won the title, retired the first two batters in the seventh before
Eldredge walked. Morley followed with a single, then Harper singled up
the middle to make it |-0.

“P'll never forget that seventh inning,” Ninemire noted. “Our freshman,
Kaleo, dove into home to get the first run.At that point, you're thinking,
as a coach, "Well, we're glad we got one run and hopefully we’ll be able
to hold on and Jocelyn will do really well on the mound’ But it just
opened up the flood gates. It was like my team just believed that the
moment was going to happen and it was our time. We scored many
more runs after that.”

After an intentional walk to Nelson loaded the bases, Finch walked in
the second run before giving up a bases-clearing double to Pamanian
that made it 5-0. Finch was replaced by Jenny Gladding, who gave up a
double to Spencer that finished the scoring.

“Jennie Finch was the reason why we got here and we rode her, and |
think she just ran out of a little bit of gas,” Candrea said following the
game. It was Cal’s day.”

With a 5-0 lead in the bottom of the seventh, the Bears took the field
on defense, just three outs away from the first title in program history.
In the bottom end of the seventh, Forest could not have had a better
inning for she struck out the side on a team that had been the No. |
squad in the country to sign, seal and deliver the national championship.

“So, to me, there will be never a game that will mean more to this
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program as far as where we have always dreamed of wanting to be,’
Ninemire said. “Throughout the years, I've had so many special games
with so many special players, but that one, | guess, would take the cake.”

A Season to Remember

It took nine freshmen, one transfer; six juniors and two seniors to lead
Cal to a school record 56-19 overall mark and the first NCAA women’s
title in school history. Those 56 wins set a then-program record for
wins in a season, and that mark still stands as of 2009.

For the first time in school history, Cal wrapped up its storybook
season with the No. |-ranking in the USA Today/NFCA Coach’s Poll,
which was the first time the Bears finished atop the final poll.

Ninemire, assistant coaches John Reeves and Kim Mahr, and student
assistant Pauline Duenas were also named the 2002 Speedline/NFCA
Division | National Coaching Staff of the Year.

The softball team held the only Cal women’s NCAA title until 2009,when
the Cal women’s swimming and diving won the NCAA Championships.
With their 33-11 overall record heading into this weekend, the Bears
seemed poised for yet another run into the postseason.

Cal’s Arioto is back and better than ever

In her first at-bat of the season and her first in a college game in a year
and a half,Valerie Arioto hit a 3-1 pitch for a home run.Two innings later,
in her second stint in the batter’s box, the Cal senior let a 3-1 pitch go
by for a walk. In her third plate appearance, she hit her second home
run of the game.

Mind you, all of this came against a Tennessee team still ranked in the
top 10.

Right then and there, on Feb. |0, pitchers nationwide might as well have
waved the white flag of surrender.

At some point this weekend, the college softball season will hit the
exact midpoint between opening day and the final day of the Women’s
College World Series (although there’s no truth to the rumor that if
you stand on egg on its end at the precise moment of the midpoint, the
egg will remain standing). No team has done more to cement its place
as a championship favorite than top-ranked California, and the player at
the center of it is a carefree, perpetually smiling fifth-year senior putting
together one of the most statistically dominant seasons the sport has
seen in a long time.

Entering this week’s conference series at Utah, Arioto is hitting .434
with 15 home runs, 45 RBIs and a 1.738 OPS, the product of a 1.092
slugging percentage and borderline ridiculous .646 on-base percentage.
If ranking second in the nation in on-base percentage and third in
slugging percentage for the best team in the land wasn’t enough to
clinch USA Softball Player of the Year honors, Arioto also happens to
be 15-0 with a 1.03 ERA in |5 starts in the pitching circle, one half of a
lockdown pitching duo with Jolene Henderson.

The former Pac-10 produced some impressive dual threats in recent
seasons, namely Washington’s Danielle Lawrie and UCLA’s Megan
Langenfeld, but Arioto’s numbers might be the best of them all.

The Bears were at it again last weekend, sweeping three games from
No. 3 Washington, and Arioto was up to her normal business. In the
first two games of the series, she registered just two official at-bats
while piling up six walks (she also struck out nine in a complete-game
win from the circle in the second game). Thanks to a Cal lineup that is
much deeper than last season’s World Series entrant, pitching around
her did not work out for Washington.As such, the Huskies gave Arioto
something to hit in the finale and she obliged with her 15th home run
of the season and drove in two runs.

After missing all of the 2011 season with a foot injury, Arioto has
returned a better hitter than ever.

“She’s become more disciplined at the plate and more picky at the type
of pitches she’s willing to swing at,” Cal coach Diane Ninemire said.
“She knows her strength in which pitch she hits the best, and she’s not
willing to give in unless she absolutely has to. She’s really a hitter that a
pitcher would not like to pitch to very much.”

What must be all the more maddening for opponents is that unlike
Lawrie and Langenfeld, each a face mask shy of middle linebacker on
the intensity scale, Arioto seems to have so much, well, fun when she’s
making foes miserable. Sure, the grin may recede as she stares in at a
batter or locks in on a pitcher, but after a year away, she takes her craft
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more seriously than she seems to take herself.

“It really hit me hard,” Arioto said of sitting out last season. ““| didn’t
know, really, how to react to it. But | think with all the great support
that | had, with my teammates, my family, the trainers, the coaching staff,
it kind of turned a negative into a positive for me.When | came back, |
still had the love for the game and the want to play.

“I think that’s really why I'm so happy on the field is | want to play and
| love to play”

When Ninemire talks about Arioto becoming a more patient hitter, it’s
worth noting that the player in question walked 48 times and posted
a .444 on-base percentage as a freshman. Maturation is one thing, but
vision and quick hands are gifts that can be honed but not created.
So far this season, she’s walked 47 times and struck out just || times
(she struck out 51 times as a freshman). With proven hitters like Jace
Williams and emerging freshman standouts like Breana Kostreba,
Cheyenne Cordes and Danielle Henderson behind her, pitching around
Arioto hardly gets pitchers out of trouble.

But she isn’t going to do them any favors by expanding the most
expertly managed strike zone in the country.

“I think my year sitting out has kind of put a new perspective on hitting
for me,” Arioto said.“In past years, I'm very energetic and anxious and
kind of emotional, so my year off, | kind of realized a lot of great hitters
are very patient, very poised. So I've been trying to do that with my
hitting, so hopefully it’s been paying off.”

Those natural gifts and well-honed skills landed her on Team USA last
summer, where she emerged as one of the most valuable run-producing
hitters for the national team, an experience that also gave her plenty
of live at-bats to work her way back into peak form after returning
from injury. One of the players she replaced in the middle of the order
for Team USA, as the veteran core of the team opted to focus on the
domestic professional league, was Jessica Mendoza. And as politically
incorrect as it may be for someone from Cal to laud a Stanford grad,
it's Mendoza’s swing that Arioto wants. And the results suggest she’s
coming close.

“It looks easy; that’s where I'm trying to get with my swing,” Arioto said.
“It looks simple, it looks easy, effortless.”

It’s the exact opposite of the complicated, difficult and arduous task
of getting her out.And unless people figure out how to keep her from
circling the bases, one at a time or all at once, California is headed back
to Oklahoma City for a longer stay this season.

Cal’s Valerie Arioto showing she’s among softball’s best in the
u.s.

In her continuing education as one of the nation’s top collegiate softball
players, Cal senior Valerie Arioto will bring a new weapon to the
diamond this weekend when the No.2 ranked Golden Bears open Pac-
12 play with a three-game series at No. 9 Stanford.

The pitcher/first baseman from Pleasanton, who missed all of last
season after breaking her leg, believes she is a more focused player,
and gives some of the credit to the one-unit “Laughter and Meditation”
class she is taking this semester.

“When | play, sometimes | get stressed out and really anxious,” Arioto
said.“l thought maybe meditation would help me calm myself.”

An online course description suggests the class might allow students to
“clear the mind and bring a sense of relaxation and energy (yep, both)
to the body”

“ve never done anything like it before,” Arioto said. “Maybe it’s
working.”

It certainly hasn’t hurt. Arioto has sparked Cal’s 26-1 start with a .450
batting average, a team-best || home runs, a conference-best slugging
percentage of 1.067 and an NCAA-leading on-base mark of .660.As a
pitcher; she is 12-0 with an 0.89 earned run average.

“She ranks up there with the best in the country,” said Stanford coach
John Rittman.“She’s really matured into a complete softball player.”

Oregon coach Mike White, who worked as an assistant coach last
summer when Arioto played on the USA national team, said the
22-year-old from Foothill High is among the five best players in college
softball.

“She’s taken a team that’s probably top 12 and now they're top 2,” he
said.“Valerie is a big part of that.”

The Bears reached the College World Series last season for the first
time since 2005, despite the fact that Arioto missed the entire season
after fracturing her left fibula in a sliding drill during the team’s second
practice.

She was healthy enough to hit .368 in 26 games with the USA squad
last summer but was strictly an observer during the college season.
Coach Diane Ninemire believes the season benefitted Arioto, helping
her mature.

“It’s taking your ego out of it and just looking at the game objectively
and (saying), ‘When | come back, how can | help? That really puts
everything in perspective, and | think she’s learned a lot from that,”
Ninemire said.

Arioto agrees. “| realized the people who are having success are the
ones who are poised and patient,” she said.“I'm still a very feisty person
and sometimes | do need to calm that feeling. Mentally, | feel like I've
improved.”

Patience has become critical this season because opposing teams often
are tempted to pitch around her.Arioto has drawn 37 walks -- most in
the nation -- contributing to her robust on-base average.
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Stanford’s Rittman sees the difference but said it’s helpful to Arioto that
she’s surrounded by a potent lineup. “If you don’t pitch to her, you're
going to have to pitch to someone else who's pretty good,” he said.“But
she’s a patient hitter and knows her strike zone. She’s a tough out.”

Arioto will play again this summer for the national team, splitting time
with the National Pro Fastpitch league’s Florida Pride, which recently
drafted her in the second round. Her dream summer trip would have
been to the London Olympics, but softball was axed from the Olympic
program.

“It’s very disappointing,” she said.“That’s the top of the pyramid.”

In the meantime, Arioto is eager to help the Bears back to the College
World Series, and make her first appearance at the event.

“I think we're up there with the best,” she said.“This is the year for us,
definitely.”

Arioto Set for Long-Awaited Return to the Diamond

BERKELEY - In January of last year,Valerie Arioto seemed poised for
the greatest season of her already storied California softball career.

She was coming off a junior season when she earned first-team All-
America honors after leading the Bears with 81 walks, a .590 on-base
percentage, .819 slugging and .355 batting in addition to a 1.43 ERA in
the circle.

Her Golden Bear squad had lost just two starters, Arioto was the
lone senior and de facto leader. After losing to an SEC school in Super
Regional play for the third year in a row in June 2010, Arioto and her
Bears had one goal in mind - make it to the Women’s College World
Series in Oklahoma City - with the all the makings for that to happen.
Additionally fueling the fire and prepping her for one last swan song,
Arioto spent the 2010 summer playing with the U.S. national team,
garnering key experience on both the international and domestic level.

But then, on the second day of spring practice in January 2010, what
should have been a routine slide into second base turned into a
nightmare for Arioto, her coaches and her teammates for the squad’s
sole senior broke her leg.

“At first, it hit me hard and | was pretty upset,” Arioto said.“But as time
went by and | realized how much support and help | had, some of my
worries went away.”

While Arioto dealt with her demons, the outside world wondered
what would happen to the Bears’ season.

“l knew this was going to test our team to see who else was going
to step up and pick up the slack of Val not being there,” Cal head
coach Diane Ninemire said.“We had so many hopes and dreams for
her last year because of the value that she brings to this team in so
many different ways. For any athlete who has an injury and has high
hopes, especially being a senior wanting to leave a legacy, I'm sure it was
devastating for Val. It was devastating for all of us.”

Finding a Place

Arioto’s boisterous laugh and effervescent personality veiled any
pain so much so that the only markers of her redshirt year were her
crutches, and later a walking boot.When her team practiced at Levine-
Fricke,Arioto would work on her conditioning.Traveling with the Bears
on every trip as if she was still a starter, when her team played, Arioto
would help in any way that she could whether it was lending her voice
to a cheer, offering a piece of advice to a temporarily sullen teammate
or scorekeeping.

“She found ways to participate and give that | don’t think she even
realized she could,” Ninemire said of Arioto’s devoted presence last
year.“| think the whole experience, as bad as it was, ended up giving us
a lot of good things.”

Naturally, Arioto is altruistically humble when asked about her
contributions.

“Most of the season, | couldn’t walk, but | tried to help out the coaches
and girls when | could,” Arioto said.“With the talent and great girls we
had last year, | didn’t really need to do much!”
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However you look at it, Arioto’s relationship with her teammates was
symbiotic for the unbreakable Golden Bear bond helped bring Arioto
out of any dark periods.

“It was physically hard recovering and rehabbing my leg, but | think it
was more mentally challenging,” Arioto said. “l had a lot of support
from my teammates and family, so | began to see my redshirt year as
a learning experience. | think it helped me grow as a player and as a
person!”

One of the more difficult parts of last year had to be when Cal made it
to Oklahoma City for the Women’s World Series, a feat not achieved in
Arioto’s time in Berkeley.

“It was definitely hard - | wanted to play so bad,” Arioto said of watching
the postseason transpire from the dugout. “But again, | got to see the
game from a different perspective and learn a lot about the game, which
a lot of players don’t get to do until they are done playing or coaching.”

The Long Road Back

While her Bears did their workouts in Kentucky and then Oklahoma
City,Arioto pounded the pavement.

“l can’t say enough about how great our trainers were in helping my
recovery process,” Arioto said. “As far as getting back into softball
shape, | put a lot of work in, but | also reverted back to basics. | just
tried to play softball like | had been doing for years and not over think
it. Work-out wise, I'm still in the processes of getting back in shape!”

Once the squad returned from the World Series, Arioto laced up her
cleats for the first time since her accident to try out for the U.S. senior
national team. From June 12-16, Arioto competed with athletes who
had played all year for a chance for one of |7 spots on the senior squad.

“I had some doubts,” Arioto said of her mindset heading into tryouts.
“But | think what helped me succeed was my °| have nothing to lose’
attitude going into it. | went to the tryout more relaxed and ready to

play.”

Along with her superior softball skill set, her tranquil outlook worked
for she made the team.

“l thought it was tremendous,” Ninemire said.*To think that she hadn’t
even really practiced or anything before going out for the tryout, it just
goes to show you what an outstanding athlete she is. | don’t know very
many people who could have done that without putting in the hours of
fielding and hitting to be able to have a successful year. She didn’t drop
off at all. She just won’t be denied. | think that her drive propels her to
be the very best.”

Donning the Red,White and Blue

While Arioto had spent many a summer playing softball, the six-month
sabbatical made this a unique experience. The U.S. won gold at the
World Cup of Softball, at which Arioto started all six games, paced
the Americans in RBI with || - 10 of which coming with two outs. She
was second in slugging with an incredible 1.063 and third amongst the
starters in batting, swinging .438.

“l had a great time playing this summer,” Arioto recalled.“The coaching
staff is the best and the girls on my team are the best in the world. | got
to travel and play softball, not much could be better. | got to experience

some once in a lifetime things!”

Arioto had another priceless experience when she traveled to Mexico
for the Pan American Games. With the U.S. and Canada tied I-I in
the gold-medal game of the Pan American Games, Arioto drove in the
go-ahead run to put the Americans up for good en route to their | 1-1
victory over their northern brethren to take home gold at Pan Ams
on Oct. 23.

“The whole thing was an awesome experience - Mexico was welcoming
and we all had a great time!” Arioto said. “It gave me chills to hear our
national anthem on foreign soil while we stood on the podium with
our gold medals. It’s an honor getting the opportunity to represent
our country.”

2012: Oklahoma City or Bust

With her two gold medals in hand, Arioto returned to Berkeley this
January and successfully made it through the second day of practice
without another broken bone. In addition to boasting three first-team
All-Americans on this year’s team, the Bears return all nine starters
from the 201 | squad.With the strongest schedule in recent history, it’s
a long road to the Women’s College World Series, but Arioto has her
mind in the right place.

“We will see when it gets closer to games, but right now my goal is just
to get better every day!” Arioto said. “My role is to hopefully lead by
example and help out when | can with my experience. | think we have
a great, talented group of girls, so everything else will fall into place!”

The campaign for a national title begins Feb. 10 against fellow perennial
powerhouse Tennessee. When the Bears take the field in Arizona on
Friday, there will be no one more excited than Arioto.

Each of the coaches and student-athletes donated gifts to Bebe, ranging
from princess-themed items to a softball bat and glove to stuffed
animals.

“The party with Bebe showed the true Christmas spirit with every
present she unwrapped,” sophomore catcher Taylor Vincent said. “She
was so excited for each and every gift and had a smile plastered on her
face the whole time.The whole party felt really great. Her parents sent
a heart-warming thank you note that pretty much made my Christmas.”

The benefit to all is a personal loving support network that creates
a great connection. The result of the FOJ adoption is the child feels
involved and each individual team member gains insight into the value
of helping others. Additionally, FOJ has seen this relationship forge a
closer bond among team members, magnifying the importance of a
team operating as a single unit.

Through the adoption relationship, the child is involved in the team
through text messaging, emails, phone calls and other forms of
communication. Through the wide reaching press coverage, FOJ has
helped improve the awareness of pediatric brain tumors.
