BEARS PURSUE
NATIONAL TITLE

th a rich history of success on the
national stage, California aims to
be one of the top contenders for

the 2008 NCAA title.

In the last seven years, the Golden Bears
have emerged as one of the most consistent
programs at the national level, advancing to
the NCAA regionals each year and to six
NCAA Championships. Cal joined Duke as
the only schools to post top-five showings
at NCAAs from 2004-06, with the Bears’
best result being fourth place in 2004 on the
strength of Sarah Huarte’s NCAA crown.

This year’s Cal team is young, but the two
juniors, two sophomores and one
freshman in the Bears’ usual starting lineup
have ample experience. Juniors Allison
Goodman and Shannon Yocum competed
at the 2006 NCAA Championships and
have combined to play 156 rounds for Cal.
Sophomores Roseanne Niven and Sofia
Janer and freshman Pia Halbig have honed
their games at the international level.

“All of the pieces are in place for our team
to win a national championship,” said Cal
head coach Nancy McDaniel, who is in her
13th season as the founding coach of the
women’s program. “We are poised and
confident heading into the spring. This year's
team is balanced from positions one through
five and displays a competitive camaraderie.”

McDaniel also mentions several other
keys to her team’s success this season.
The Bears are driven, passionate and high
achievers who are positive in everything
they do. Those attributes, combined with
talent, make it obvious why Cal is coming off
a successful fall season.

Cal opened the fall with a 19-shot victory at
the Ptarmigan Ram Fall Classic and followed
up that performance with three more top-five
showings. Yocum won the Ram Fall Classic,
her first collegiate title, with a career-best
score for 54 holes (-2, 214).

Cal is on pace to set a school record for
team-scoring average, carrying a 296.4
mark into the spring (record is 298.1, 2003-
04). The Bears’ new state-of-the art Scoring
Zone, which opened last fall at Metropolitan
Golf Links in Oakland, has helped each
player shave shots off of her individual
average.

“When players come up to you and say,
‘Coach, | can see a difference in my game
and my statistics,” you know you have a
special facility,” McDaniel said.

The Scoring Zone will be a catalyst for Cal
to maintain its status as a top academic
and athletic choice for elite golfers.

“We’ve been committed in this decade to

shape Calinto a golf school,” said McDaniel,
whose team enters the spring ranked No.
10 by Golfweek. “This year's mature group
of players will help us sustain our spot on
the national scene for many years to come.”

Yocum is Cal’s vocal leader, while
Goodman leads by example. Goodman, a
San Diego product, is coming off four top-
25 results in the fall and sports a career-
best 74.8 average, which ranks third on the
team. As a sophomore, Goodman led Cal
in eight of 11 tournaments, highlighted by a
tie for third at the Spartan Invitational and a
fifth-place finish at the Pac-10
Championships. Goodman’s strong
display at the conference meet helped her
earn honorable mention All-Pac-10 honors.

“Allie’s strengths are her consistency
and extensive collegiate experience,”
McDaniel said. “She’s the team’s rock. We
can count on Allie to come up big when we
need it. Her teammates can also depend
on her off the course.”

Yocum has made huge strides since her
arrival on campus in the fall of 2005. This
past fall, the Palos Verdes Estates, Calif.,
native recorded a career-best scoring
average of 75.7 behind three ‘\_*
rounds below par and one at \
par. Last season, Yocum
garnered a variety of awards,
including her second choice as a
National Golf Coaches
Association Academic All-
American and Cal’'s Most
Improved Player.

“Shannon has come a long way
since her freshman season,”
McDaniel said. “It was exciting to see
her finish on top at the first tournament
inthe fall. She has worked really hard on |
her game and is mentally and physically
prepared to be a consistent performer
for us.”

Niven has shown the greatest
improvement on the team since last
season. A native of Perth, Scotland,
Niven is tied for the team scoring lead
with Halbig with a 74.3 average, which
is over six strokes better than her |
freshman year. In the fall, Niven led
Cal in two competitions, tying for 10th
at the Edean Ihlanfeldt Invitational and
tying for 11th atthe Stanford Intercollegiate
with a career-best score of three-under
68 in the final round. Prior to coming to
Cal, Niven won the 2006 Scottish Girls
under-18 national title.

“Roseanne is quietly competitive and is
always prepared when she steps on the
golf course,” McDaniel said. “Last spring,
she didn’t play up to her potential, and now
you can tell she is prepared to be a driving

force for the Bears over the next few years.”

Janer, who hails from Bogota, Colombia,
performed at a high level for Cal in the fall
despite battling chronic elbow pain. She
registered two top-10 results, placing
seventh at the Kent Youel Invitational and
tying for ninth at the Ram Fall Classic. Janer
carded a collegiate-low round of three-
under 69 in the second round in Hawaii. A
highlight of Janer’s rookie season came at
the Pac-10 Championships when she tied
for seventh to garner honorable mention
All-Pac-10 accolades.

“It's exciting to see someone golf for the
love of the game,” McDaniel said of the five-
time Colombia junior national champion.
“She is our inspiration as she plays through
pain to contribute to our success. She
epitomizes whatit means to play with heart.”

Halbig, who took third at the 2006 German
Ladies Championship, has had an
immediate impact as a freshman. In her
first tournament, Halbig was the runner-up
to Yocum at the Ram Fall Classic (even-par
216) with two collegiate-low rounds of one-
under 71. The product of Maintal, Germany,
finished in the top 30 in all four fall events,
including a tie for 11th in Hawaii.

“Pia plays like an experienced collegiate
player because of her extensive international
background,” McDaniel said. “She’s serious
G but isn’t afraid to crack a smile. She
= isknown for her competitive attitude
® ["and her composure.”

Nancy McDaniel,
the founding coach
of the California
women'’s golf team,
enters her 13th
seasondirectingone
ofthe most nationally
regarded golf
programs in the
country.

During Cal'sriseto
the upper echelon of
the collegiate women’s golflandscape, McDaniel
has led the Golden Bears to six NCAA
Championships, highlighted by three top five
showings from 2004-06. Duke was the only
other school during that span to register three
straighttop five national finishes. After the 2005-
06 season, McDaniel was selected the LPGA
Teaching Division Western Section Coach ofthe
Year.

The Bears have eight NCAAregional berths to
their credit under McDaniel, capped by 2004's
program-best finish of fourth at the NCAA
Championships. That year, Sarah Huarte won
Cal'sfirstNCAA individualftitle.

Following four top five 2007 fall finishes,
McDaniel was recognized as Golf World’'s
Midseason Coach ofthe Year. She looks forward
to the Bears, who are on a school-record pace
forteam stroke average at 296.4, building ontheir
early season success and challenging for the
nationalftitle in the spring.

Huarte, aformer first-team All-American who
is now playing onthe LPGA Tour, benefited from
McDaniel's tutelage, as she posted a 76.8 stroke
average as afreshman but concluded her senior
campaign with a new Cal record of 73.82.

Inadditiontoleading Calto national prominence,
McDaniel has guided Cal to six consecutive
upper-division finishes at the Pac-10
Championships, including claiming its first

conference crown in 2003.

Calfinished 19that NCAAs in 2001
initsfirstappearance, 15thin2002 and
tied for 14th in 2003 prior to its best-
ever performancein 2004. In 2003-04,
the Bears established a school record
for season stroke average at 298.1
and finished the year ranked No. 3 by
Golfweek (bestever by the publication.)

Duringthe 2002-03 season, McDaniel
directed Cal to a nation’s-best seven
tournamenttitles, including the Bears’
first Pac-10 and NCAA regional
(Central) crowns, propellingthemtoan
all-time bestnational ranking of No. 2 by
Golfstat heading into the NCAA
Championships.

The program’s 2002-03
accomplishments earned McDaniel a
collection of prestigious awards - National Golf
Coaches Association (NGCA) Coach ofthe Year,
the Ladies Professional Golf Association (LPGA)
Teaching and Club Professional Coach of the
Year and Golfweek magazine's Coach of the
Year. She also garnered her second Pac-10
Coach ofthe Yearand NGCA Western Regional
Co-Coach of the Year selections and was
honored as California’s Athletic Alumni
Association’s Big C Society Coach ofthe Year.

22 All-Pac-10, nine all-region and nine All-America
honors. In 2002-03, the Bears achieved a
program-high six all-conference citations and
received theirfirst-ever All-Americapicks. Huarte
is Cal’s only three-time first-team All-Pac-10
recipient, while Sofie Andersson is the Bears’
only three-time All-American.

The 2001 Pac-10 Coach ofthe Yearand 2002
West Regional Coach of the Year also has
coached the Bears to first-place finishes at 17
tournaments, including 12 since the spring of
2002, and at least one in nine of the last 11
seasons, including this year.

One of the most successful players ever to
compete at Washington, McDaniel was team
captainas aseniorin 1988 and earned one All-
Americaandtwo Pac-10 All-Starteam selections.
During her career, she won individualftitles at the
1987 Washington and BYU tournaments and
finished inthe top 10 at seven additional events.
McDaniel recorded a 74.3 average her senior
year with the Huskies, posting a personal-best
round of 69 in the fall of 1987. She was named
toWashington’s Pac-10 All-Decade team (1986-
96) forwomen'’s golf and received her bachelor’s
degree in speech communicationsin 1988.

McDaniel came to Cal with five years of
professional experience on the Women’s
European, Ladies Asian and Players West golf
tours. One ofthe top players onthe Ladies Asian
Tour, she finished 13th out of 153 participantsin
1993 and ranked 20th during her final season in
1994. Prior to that, McDaniel won the Players
Westtitle atthe 1992 Las Vegas Classic and won
the LPGA sectional qualifier in Mission Hills later
thatyear. She currently isamember ofthe LPGA
Teaching Division.

McDaniel spentthree years as a touring golf
professional, playing out of Brookside Country
Club in Stockton, Calif., before accepting the
position at Calin October of 1994. Originally from
Portland, Ore., Nancy and her husband, Jay, the
head golf professional at Claremont Country
Club, have an 11-year-old son, Tyler, and an
eight-year-old daughter, Molly.

Former
California star Anne
Walker continues
to personify the
Golden Bear spirit
in her first season
as associate head
coach, following
five years as an
assistant coach for
her alma mater’s
women'’s golf team. During Walker’'s 10
years of devotion to Cal as a player and
coach, she has helped shape the Bears
into a consistent national championship
contender.

Prior to Walker’s first year of competition
in 1998-99, the Bears’ team-scoring
average was 319.8. During her freshman
season, the team made the program’s
biggest scoring improvement to 310.7 and

won its first major tournament — the BYU
Invitational — behind Walker’s first-place
finish. This year’'s team is on a school-
record pace of 296.4.

Cal improved each year during Walker’s
playing career, highlighted by three regional
and two NCAA Championships invitations,
and has continued to do so with her on the
coaching staff.

In Walker’s inaugural year as an assistant
coach, Cal won a nation’s-best seven
tournament titles, earned an all-time best
national ranking of No. 2 by Golfstat late in
the year and tied for 14th at the NCAA
Championships. In 2003-04, the Bears
posted a school-best finish of fourth at
NCAAs and set a Cal season stroke-
average record of 298.1. Cal placed fifth at
nationals the following two seasons,
joining Duke as the only schools with three
straight top-five NCAA Championships
finishes from 2004-06.

Walker became Cal women’s golf’s first
All-Pac-10 honoree after her freshman and
sophomore seasons and received second-
team recognition as a senior. She also was

a three-time first-team Pac-10 All-Academic
choice and an Academic All-District VIII pick
as a senior. Her career culminated by being
awarded the Pac-10 Medal of Honor as the
Bears’ top graduating female student-
athlete.

Leadership was one of Walker's strong
points as a player and has become even
more prevalent as a coach. She is Cal's
only three-time captain and was the team’s
only member of the Chancellor's Advisory
Committee.

Walker has distinguished herself as one
of only three Cal athletes to win two
tournaments, grabbing top honors at the
1998 BYU Invitational and the 2002 Bay
Area Classic.

In January of 1998, Walker came to
Berkeley from Lanarkshire, Scotland, and
has represented her country’s national
team on numerous occasions.

The three-time National Golf Coaches
Association Academic All-American earned
her bachelor's degree with honors from
Cal in geography in May of 2002.

BAY AREA'S BEST, HOME TO

CAL GOLF

CLAREMONT COUNTRY CLUB

This course is one of the oldest and
most established courses in the East
Bay. Located in Oakland, just 10 minutes
from Cal's campus, it offers a test of
putting and demands accuracy with irons
onitstree-lined fairways. The Bears, which
ranked No. 1 in the nation for total short
game in the fall of 2002, developed their
proficiency at the club’s short-game area.

GREEN VALLEY
COUNTRY CLUB

Green Valley has served as host to the
U.S. Women’s Amateur Qualifier in recent
years.

HIDDENBROOKE COUNTRY CLUB

Host of the Bay Area Classic for the
fourth time in 2003, this course sits in a
beautiful valley in Vallejo, 30 minutes north
of Berkeley. A nominee for Golf Digest’s
1996 Best New Course of the Year award,
this Arnold Palmer-designed course
incorporates 14 holes with water as well
as true, fast, undulating greens.

METROPOLITAN

As would a classic links, Metropolitan
has a spacious and open feel, with a
canopy of sky and long views to the

Oakland Hills, the Bay, downtown Oakland,
and San Francisco bracketing the horizon.
Thirty yards of the plush grass range is set
aside for Cal Golf. The Bears’ new state-of-
the-art Scoring Zone is on site. The facility
features two extremely large greens — one
for putting and chipping, and the other for
the wedge game, including bunker play.

MIRA VISTA COUNTRY CLUB

Incorporated as the Berkeley Country
Club in 1920, the course is located 15
minutes from campus in the Berkeley Hills.
The panoramic view of the San Francisco
Bay and Golden Gate Bridge makes this an
exhilarating course to play. The club offers
adriving range, full chipping area and putting
green.

ORINDA COUNTRY CLUB

Established in 1926, this course
demands consistent tee shots and long
iron shots. Orinda Country Club played
host to the men’s 1988 and 1998 Pac-10
Championships and is located 15 minutes
east of campus in the city of Orinda.

ROUND HILL COUNTRY CLUB

This first class facility offers a driving
range, chipping and sand area, and putting
green. The course is known for its slick
greens and valley views.

RUBY HILL GOLF COURSE

This private club served as host of the
women’s 2005 Pac-10 Championships,
the first that Cal hosted. The 18-hole
Nicklaus-designed course has 225-
scenic acres and meanders through
magnificent water features, natural
arroyos, scenic vistas and elevation
changes. The course has bent-grass
greens and all-weather Bermuda grass
fairways for year-round play.

TEAM BUILDING

THE IMPORTANCE OF
TEAM BUILDING

ACCORDING TOCALHEAD COACH
NANCY McDANTIEL

Team building happens before we even
tee it up on the golf course. It gives our team
a communication framework from which to
work, and it lays the groundwork for what we
are aiming for throughout the season. Team
building is part of every meeting we have
throughout the year.

To play for a national championship, the
work is not all done on the golf course. It's
done every single day of your life with the
encounters you have with teammates,
coaches and with alumni, to name a few
groups. Time management is important, as
are the relationships you have outside the
team. Team building allows our team to
perform at a much higher level and gives
the players a stronger appreciation for those
around them.

We've brought Rolland Todd in for many
years, and | credit him for his work with the
team and the level we’'ve achieved as far as
playing for a national championship. | really
believe how we handle ourselves away
from the golf course is an incredible life skill
and is something we strive to instill in our
players. After graduation, they canimmerse
themselves in the real world and function at

a very high level with their careers and
family.

We regularly go off campus. In the fall, we
went to Lair of the Bear in Sonora, and in
January, we went to Southern California to
play golf and focus on getting ready for the

spring. The gathering in the fall emphasizes
getting to know each other again after being
away and getting to know the new players.
We learn how to function as a team and not
asindividuals. We learn that we can function
on a higher level when we work together.

SPORTS PSYCHOLOGY

The California women’s golf team
recognizesthe benefits ofimplementing
a specific mental training regimen. The
Golden Bears work closely with Jeff Troesch, an
internationally recognized expertin the field of
mental skills training and performance
enhancement, to ensure thatthey are performing
at their best in their quest for an NCAA
championship. He serves as the team’s mental
game consultant.

“Most athletes and teams acknowledge that
the mental part of the game is significant when
it comes to training and competition,” Troesch
said. “However, those that don’t take the time or
put the energy at purposefully working on that
part of the game end up hoping something good
willhappen rather than knowing how to make it
happen. “

Accordingto Troesch, teams thatwork atthe
mental side of sports are more confident,
consistentand focused, and are clearer about
their objectives and how to achieve them. The
athletes are also more capable of dealing with
adversity and frustration, and more likely to enjoy
their sport.

The players and teams that have a mental
training planlearn howto consistently create the

internal environment
that leads to
successes. Other
teams and athletes
wait for successes
to create a good
internal environment,
andthen have ahard
time figuring outhow
torepeatit.
Troesch believes
working with a team
differs from working
with an individual largely in respect to the
dynamics that exist between and among the
team members, as well as the relationships
between each team member and the coaching
staff. These interactions make working with a
team more complexand more challenging. There
are additional aspectsthatcome into consideration
for a player when they are representing a
university and are apartofateam. When athletes
are playing as individuals, they are only
responsible forand responsible to themselves.
This relationship is different as a member of a
team. Thatbeing said, the ultimate impact that
Troesch can have for each player is done by

customizing and individualizing his work with
them. Thereisalotofindividual work done inthe
team context.

“My experience working with the Calwomen’s
golfteam has been among the most enjoyable
and rewarding in my 20-plus years of consulting
with athletic programs,” Troesch said. “The
openness on the part of the coaching staff to
continue to grow and learn and do whatever it
takesto getbetterisararetraitin NCAA Division
I sports. The enthusiasm with which the staffand
the players have embraced the mental training
and their diligence in working the process of
strengthening their mental games has been
inspiring.”

Troesch, MA, LMHC, has been involved in
training athletes and other elite performers since
1988. Troesch served for several years as
director of mentaltraining for David Leadbetters’
Golf Academies worldwide, where he was
instrumental in assisting in the development of
their training programs and methodology. He
currently is the director of West Coast operations
forthe International Junior Golf Academy slated
toopenin Central Californiain August 2008.
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
